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Abstract: The purpose of this study was to develop an intervention program for Thai children
with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) based on TEACCH model and examine its efficacy on 12-
week duration of training. Participants were preschool children diagnosed with Autism
Spectrum Disorder. The instruments used for assessment included the Psychoeducational
Profile 3" edition (PEP-3), the Vineland Adaptation Behavioral Scale (VABS), and the Modified
Childhood Autism Rating Scale (Modified CARS). The PEP-3 was used to assess skills and
behaviors of children with autism spectrum disorder and their learning strengths and
weaknesses. The VABS was used to assess children’s adaptive functioning and the Modified
CARS was used to evaluate parents’ stress level related to their child’s severity of autism.
Pretests were administered before participation in the program, and then, posttests were
administered after completing the program. Each participant took a 1-1.5-hour session, once
a week for a 12-week duration. Results indicated clinically increase in children’s skills and
clinically decrease in parental stress from Pre-testing to Posttesting. Parents also reported to
be satisfied with the program because of their child’s progress. However, the sample size was
too small to statistically analyze the difference between pretest and posttest. A more

complete investigation is warranted.
