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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to:

1) accumulate the historical documents relevant to economics, politics, beliefs,
cultures, including techniques regarding to the pattern of Vietnamese ordination halls
throughout the Northeast of Siam,

2) compare the pattern and composition of Vietnamese ordination halls in the
beginning period of Vietnamese influential appearance as well as the period of less

popularity including the circumstance in Vietnamese ordination halls with descendant
skilful development,

3) record the local art and historical documents relevant to the pattern of
Vietnamese ordination halls in not only the beginning period of Vietnamese influential
appearance but also the period of less popularity for obvious evidences by collecting
data from theoretical documents and practical field trip, including interview according to
the set up objectives.

The research findings found that:

1) In the duration of Vietnamese influential appearance, the economic condition
at that time depended on many factors of the community that was people in large
community always collect budget from public in order to hire the employee.

2) In political condition, there was no influence from the central administration
by government of Siam in order to construct the ordination halls in the Northeast area
until the period of Field Marshal Plaek Phibunsongkhram. By the time, the important
cities and main districts had to follow the political policy.

3) In believable and cultural condition, due to the fact that Vietnamese were
employed as skilful workmen, they always inserted their own faith, belief, and moral
precept in positive ways. Therefore, all sacred places were built with respect and
elaboration.

4) The outstanding technique of Vietnamese was the suited wall to the top of
the structure on the roof in the pattern of Vietnamese ordination halls. However, other
decorations were different according to the trend of each period.

5) The pattern of Vietnamese ordination halls in the duration of Vietnamese
influential appearance with descendant skilful development, the Vietnamese ordination
halls were appeared with the settlement of the community until 1958. After that, they
were gradually less popular.

6) From 1900 - 1988, the pattern of Vietnamese ordination halls was obvious
and outstanding in the Northeast of Siam and it was said that this was one identity of
architectural art in the Northeast of Siam once.
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
