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" Abstract : History of Thai Student Movement 1970-1976 : Study on the activists

Thai student movement was formed since the founding of the Student
Center of Thailand in 1970, later they increased their activities

significantly after the incident of 14,0étober 1973.

Thanks to activities of the student movement, it brought about a big boom
of the democracy in Thailand. The student movement led the people to
fight against the hegemony of US imperialism, and to fight for justice in
Thai society. Moreover, the Socialist ideology expanded, leading up to
movements for the rights of farmers and the lower working classes, and
other social movements, such as women's rights. environmental
movement and non-government organizations.

In the condition of these political and social changes, the conservatives
and the old ruling classes could not tolerant. They considered the student
movement, coupled with the socialist revolution in Cambodia, Vietnam
and Laos in 1975, as a threat to transform Thailand to Communist regime.

Consequently, they committed a suppression of the student movement in
the incident of the 6 Oc;tober, 1976.

The study of the student movement in this research will be explained not
as a firmly established organization, since it composed with many small
organizations. The students participated in a form of voluntary with no

incentive or benefit. Their unity came from the same ideology that is a B

unique and very interesting.
