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Abstract . This research aims to 1) examine earning pattern both elderly women and
men, labour market behavior, and process of career 2) analyse changed working pattern
between elderly women and men in 1994, 1998 and 2001 and 3) study differential
working conditions between elderly women and men in urban and rural areas and

wellbeing of the elderly.

Methodology: This analysis uses micro data from The Survey of Working Population
round 3 in 1994, 1988 and 2001, by the National Statistics Office of Thailand and in-
depth field interview. The study is proceeded by addressing basic age groups of the
elderly concerning the appropriate ways to analyse a role of headed household, a step in
understanding of the reasons behind the average working hours, education, occupation

and family size relationship.

Results, Discussion and Conclusion: The findings are divided into 3 parts; 1) it was
found that both elderly women and men are mostly self-employed, unpaid labour in
households. Considering occupation, it was found that the elderly basically work in
agricultural, small trade and handicraft. 2) No change of working pattern between elderly
women and men in 1994, 1998 and 2001 was found. It was found that both elderly
women and men in the urban areas are mostly self-employed, and those in the rural
areas mostly work in agriculture. However, in accordance with the Labour and Social
Welfare Ministry's newly proposed ILO occupation classification in 2001, the NSO had to
change data collecting method. In effect, analysis of changes of some occupations is not
possible. 3) Studying working conditions and wellbeing between the elderly women and
men in the urban and rural areas, it was found that women are less educated and earn

less income than men. More elderly women than men are unpaid workers in the

households.



Factor, which had highest influence on income of the elderly, was education level. The
higher the educational level, the higher the income. Besides education, region, working

status, age, residential area, marital status, and family size, had inverse correlation with

income of the elderly.

The field observation was largely focused on the labour market behaviors, and the
process of works of aged workers, provided direct evidence as to the economic condition
of the elderly, financial security and dignity. The problems of aged workers are the
marketing competition, knowledge-based production and accountancy, physical

conditions of aged workers, and technology usage.

For wellbeing study, the average life expectancy is increasing. The older women's life
expectancy is about 5 years longer than that of men. The number and proportion of
older women will be increasing. Older women often suffer multiple disadvantages arising
from gender biases, widowhood, health-problems and poverty. At present and future, the
large number of the elderly with more progressively living in very old ages are stressed
on the need to plan early for the elderly. The sources of old-age security are the family,
government and communities. The government is a source of medical insurance such as
preventive health care, free consuitation, and hospitalization and residential. Their main
problems were loneliness, lack of social support, lack of suitable occupation that they
can earn income, and financial support. For the policy on jobs for the elderly, the
government sector must subsidise job market and center for exchanging goods and
services specifically for the elderly. For elderly community, the Senior Centers have
improved the quality of elderly lives. In providing services for the elderly one must adopt

multidisciplinary management approach including social, psychological and medical

disciplines.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In the next decade ageing will be increasing in Thailand. Currently there are not

many researches on works and policy that supports works of the elderly. Therefore this

research gives the emphasis on the study of the elderly in the angles of occupation and

work. Thai elderly and occupational analysis perspective including to study socio-

economic and health of elderly who work in each contexts. Research results are

expected to propose policy and plan on economical and social works and supports

provided for the elderly. Also included are arrangement of the policy on work and

economic assurance for the elderly.

The Methodological Issues are:

1.

to analyse by using micro data from National Survey and National
Statistical Office {(NSQO) of Thailand.

to study working process by in-depth interviewing of farmers,
craftsmen and merchants from the field, in provinces of Ayuthaya,

Suphanburi, Nakhon-Prathom, Patumthani and Bangkok

The conceptual framework was developed from:

1.

Demographic Perspective;

2. Developing Policy and Consequence and

3.

informal labour Market in Developing Countries.

The objectives of this study are:

1.

To study work pattern of the elderly, such as number of working
hours. major source of income, family size of the elderly, working
status, and condition of head of the household.

To study changes in working pattern of the elderly women, comparing
to men in period of 1994, 1998 and 2001.

To study the difference in working pattern, and income of the elderly
women and men and assess the economic wellbeing of the elderly in

urban and rural areas.

After examining the data in 1994 from National Statistics Office, the researcher analyzed

these data, and compared with that in the year 1998. In order to see working pattern of

the elderly clearly, data from 2001 were included for comparison.

Results of Data Analysis

During 1894-2001, there were characteristic differences. In the year 1994, the
economy of the country was still good, but in 1998 Thai economy was adversely

effected from economic crisis. The elderly were the first group to be effected.

From literature review in the highly economically developed countries, 55 year old
and/or above people were compared with the rest of workforce. In this study, the
researcher started categorizing frequencies and percentage of workforce among those
who were 55 years old and above. Data from this survey were individual age data,

therefore, the researcher categorized the elderly in 5 years interval.
1. Working Pattern of the Elderly

According to the National Survey in 1994, from 25,746 elderly people, it was
found that 44% were aged workers. 2.5 % have full-time job. The reasons that
most do not have permanent job was that most of the workers just waited for the

harvest season.

In 1998 in 25,190 of the eiderly, it was found that 41 % were aged workers. 2.2
% had permanent jobs. The majorities were farmers, merchants, craftsmen and
workers in service sector. Maijority of elderly participated in agricultural sector
and more participated in rural than urban areas. There were no difference in
employment rate between women and men. However, income of elderly women

is less than men’'s in all regions.
In 2001, data of 32,538 of the elderly people were analysed, it was found that

employment rate decreased. 43 % of the aged workers were employed. 1.4%

have permanent jobs. More aged workers have temporary jobs than in 1998.
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Considering the age group structure, it was found that the age group of 55-59
years old had the highest rate of employment than other elderly age group. The
older the age group, the less number of working elderly. The majority worked in
informat sector. Although the NSO adopted ILO occupational classification, it
compares main occupational patterns. There were no difference in working rate
among agriculture, handicraft and small trade sectors, but that of the service
sector was increase. The working rate of agriculture was concentrated in the
central and northeastern regions. As working rate of small trade was
concentrated in the northeastern region. For small trade in urban, the working
rate increased. For the other occupations the number did not changed. As there
was the adjustment of the occupation classification in accordance with the ILO,
the survey and data collecting consequently were changed, some of the data
such as legal occupation, some technical occupation and some of the

occupations that were altered within their own segment, cannot be compared.

In the study on pattern of the elderly income, it was found that the oider the
elderly, the less the income. In three periods, the results were the same - that is
the elderly in urban areas have more income than those from the rural areas.
The average monthly income of the elderly in the urban areas is in between THB
1.000 - 3,000, which is very low. The income distribution gap between rural and

urban is wider when the income is more than THB 10,000.

As far as the average working hours are concerned, there were no difference
between women and men, that was 51-52 hours per week. The average working
hours decrease when the elderly get oider. The working hours of the elderly

women decrease more than that of men.

2. Correlation between Population Socio-Economic Factor and Income
of Elderly Worker

The increasing old age dependency rates and decreasing working rate, effect the

expense in the present and especially in the future of the elderly. It would reflect

the wellbeing and burden of the elderly.
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In the analysis of Multiple Regression Equation, the factor which had highest
influence on income of the elderly, was education level. The higher the
educational level, the higher the income. Besides, education, region, working
status, age, residential area, marital status, and family size, had inverse

correlation with income of the elderly.
3. Working Process and Self Concept of the Elderly

From the field observation in the actual site of the elderly and from the in-depth
interview, it was found that, as there are the diversity of the occupation, working
process of each occupation is different. It can be concluded that the elderly
farmers must work hard starting from seeding, nurturing, maintaining, fertilizing,
watering or even producing supplementary food. Though this is all for the
sustainable and economical of the products and the environment, almost all of
the farmers studied were still in debt and still rent the land. The trading is another
work that gives the elderly the opportunity to create and meet with people. For
handicraft, the elderly can devote their time to the production and to produce the

nitty-gritty innovations to satisfy the buyers.

Not only the elderly will create works, they are valueless labour to their younger
family members. They often explore to find out how they will live with dignity and
be able to be self-support as much as possible. The elderly interviewed by the
researcher were all healthy though some were more than 70. Moreover some

can share the earned income and saving with the younger generations.
4, Gender Roles and Status

Considering the gender roles and the socio-economic of the elderly, it was found
that there were more elderly widows, divorces, and separates more than elderly
males. The female elderly have less education. Income of elderly women is less
than men counterpart in all levels and when the age increases the income
decreases drastically. Using Levene's Test of Equality of Variances, it was found

that in 1994 the Interval of the Mean of the monthly income was THB 978.14 —



2,460.42. In 1998 and 2001 it was THB 1,406.27-3,650.35 and THB 1,576.21-
3,688.44 respectively.

Assessing the gender status, it was found that only one third of the elderly
women were head of the households in all three periods. At the same time there
were more than 80% work without pay in the household. This incidence cannot
be measured economically because it was not included in the income caiculation.
Effects to the low-income, impoverished and older-than-male elderly women,
were speculated that will lead to stability in social and economy of the elderly in

the future and problems on morbidity and disability.
5. Wellbeing of the Elderly

Life span of Thai people is increasing, and women live 5 years longer than men.
Therefore, number and ratio of the elderly women are increasing. Result of this
study could be used as guidelines for the elderly. From the survey on group
power in club/elderly center, it was found that group power was an important
source, which improved living condition for the elderly. Services for elderly in
elderly club are necessary to employ management through multi-disciplinary

approach including social, psychological, and medical issues.
6. Policy and Implication

6.1 Working Elderly
Currently the government promotes the early retirement policy. This study argues
that the government should concern elderly survival in the future, mainly, income,
health status, and way of living. The promoting policy should support older
workers to remain in employment and to create simple jobs. Laws and
regulations have been constantly revised and updated to meet changing needs.
For the implementation, it has enacted legislation, which covers almost every

human activity, from elderly right to equality and employment.

To protect the elderly from the effects of working with other age group, the

following are how to develop the elderly concerning work:



Protect the working rights although the jobs are in the households

® Examine the working rights although it is the unofficial job and in the rural
area

® Promote household works to be economic jobs and legitimate

" Give the rights and opportunities for the elderly, particularly, family law,
violence protection law, employment opportunity and working condition law

Increase income and decrease poverty of the elderly group in the form of

allowance of the basic job group and the unofficial jobs

The elderly should receive the helps and supports from the community such as
economic, finances, funds and activities. The healthy elderly ideal is the objective
of long life health support, which aims for the elderly to be able to stay with the
other groups and participate in the public services of community with oniy some

special privileges for elderly.
6.2 The Medical Social Welfare

From the past, Thailand had allowance scheme, housing and elderly center. The

legislate and law of ageing affair is ongoing now, it is relevant with:

®  The elderly rights in medical and healthcare, education, employment, self-
improvement and participation in social activities, supports, transportation support

etc.
B Set up “Fund for the Elderly” to subsidize the protection and promotion for the

elderly
® Reduce the elderly personal income tax or reduce the personal income tax for

the ageing care assistance
® Educate and raise awareness among the youths on diseases coming with old
age, chronic diseases. amnesia and cancer which is to take care of themselves

in the future. This can mitigate the illness especially the factors that can be

protected.
