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ABTRACT

The objectives of the research on “ Confinement Duration of Awaiting Trial Prisoner” were
to study the average incarcerated period on confinement of awaiting trial prisoners , to study the
principle about awaiting trial prisoners and to find the impacts from confinement of awaiting trial .It
was survey research and the research method has been both in documentary and empirical research.
For empirical study ,we collected data about confinement of awaiting trial from 6,884 prisoners
registration to be a sample group and among for them, 367 awaiting trial prisoners were used
questionnaires. Collecting data has been carried out in 5 prisons where there are the highest number
of awaiting trial prisoners as Bangkok Remand Prison , Women Correctional Institution,Chiangrai
Central Prison,Suratthanee Cental Prison and Nakornratchasima Cental Prison. We have selected 5

cases for the qualitative study.

The results of study about the average incarcerated period on confinement of awaiting trial
is 1 year and 2 months. In female’s case ,the total of average incarcerated period on confinement of
awaiting trial have a long period more than the male’s case in every cases. The reason of this result
found that most of female’s offenders always disavowed the criminal charge ,In contrast ,the most
of male’s offenders always plead guilty for the purpose of not wasting time in adjudication process.

Therefore , drug cases have the highest average time for awaiting trial.

The sample group are 367 awaiting trial prisoners for study about the impacts from
confinement of awaiting trial. The study found the most of sample groups 57.2% are male with age of
lower than 25 years ,48.5% had primary educational background 48.5% , 51% of marital status
Also they used to work as labor and had income lower than 5,000 bath per month. Moreover 70%
had debt , 77.1% of family’s responsibility , 54.2% of drug case’s offenders , 42.2% had
advocacy to defend , 39% of inadequate for bail , 30.2% of bail reject from court , 55 % leave in

prison less than 1 year, 57.2 % of plead guilty and 42.8% of disavow .
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The impacts of awaiting trial prisoners consisted of 2 parts were as follow :

1. The impact of prisoners

The most of sample groups had agreement about the confinement’s impact in high level
( X = 3.46),Especially, the waste time on confinement of awaiting trial made them didn’t get
education and can not work to earn money for their family. The physical’s impact in middle level
(X = 3.20),The psychological ’s impact in high level (X = 3.58) because the most of samples
worried about their family and defend. The right’s impact in low level because the most of samples
had the rights in prison such as the right of prisoner complaint , accessibility to counsel, get
education and vocational training.
2. The impact of prisoners ’s family
The most of sample groups had agreement about the family relationship’s impact in
middle level (i = 3.17) because they had carefulness from their family and visiting for prisoners
relatives . The family economic’s impact in high level (i = 3.44) Especially, their family must work
hard for earn money and the social acceptation’s impact in middle level (i = 3.25) the most people
not accepted prisoners and had problem about apply new jobs.
The priority of opinions about the needs to improve prisons of samples group were as follow
: (1) Nursing 36.9% ; (2) Food 31.6% ; (3) Information 15.9 % ; (4) Others 8.3% ; for example,
need to the right about close-visit , Instruments of Restraint
The results of hypothesis testing showed significant relations at the level of .05 between the
Background factors and case factors to the prisoner’s impacts and the family prisoner’s impacts
Recommendation of researchers on this study were as follow :
1. Increasing the right to bail or change the bail system from money bail system to
alternative bail system such as the suspects or accuses can bail by use themselves to bail
,however the criminal justice system must to investigate their social’s background and
recidivism registration.
2. Diversion ; for example, suspended in prosecution , mediation , restorative justice and
weekend imprisonment .
3. To have private prison for control only the awaiting trial prisoners

4. To have pilot project about prison for control only the awaiting trial prisoners
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To help the awaiting trial prisoners for the access to counsel advocacy

To give the right to contact visit for the awaiting trial prisoners like the convicted
prisoners

To collect behavior of the awaiting trial prisoners for decision about class promotion
when they are the convicted prisoners

To limit the adjudication’s period for short determinate sentence
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
