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Abstract

From June 29 to July 2, 2005, the Mekong Sub-region Social Research Center
(MSSRC), at the Faculty of Liberal Arts, Ubon Ratchathani University, with the part
of the Thailand Research Fund support, hosted the International Conference
“Transborder Issues in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region”, at the Nevada Grand Hotel,
Ubon Ratchathani, Thailand.

The Conference had five overarching goals:

- To facilitate the exchange of knowledge on, and experiences in, transborder issues
in the GMS, among academics and various other governmental and non-
governmental actors.

- To review existing knowledge on transborder issues in the GMS, encourage peer
reviews/ feed back on research currently being undertaken, and identify
knowledge gaps/ areas of concern for further research.

- To employ a comparative, multidisciplinary perspective to evaluate lessons learnt
(positive and negative) that could both inform policy and encourage strategic
planning in all institutions and organizations concerned.

- To build and strengthen partnerships, and encourage collaborative research among
higher education institutions and other institutions and organizations working on
transborder issues in the Mekong region.

- To explore the different roles academic institutions can play in fostering new ways
of understanding processes of change, including innovative ways of doing
research across boundaries, particularly at the grass roots level.

The conference was attended by 349 academics and other civil society representatives,
government officials, donor agencies and intergovernmental agencies from the
Mekong region and beyond.

Key issues raisings are unequal distribution of costs and benefits, failure of
existing governance frameworks, GMS: a construct and development agenda framed
as “inevitable”, and voicing alternative visions: opportunities for academics and civil
society.

The research and studies about Mekong region must be considered under the
integrated disciplinary at local, regional and global level. The development in the
region has to listen to the opinions from people, government, academics, and civil
society and there should some agreements among the countries in the region.
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Summary of the Conference
Introduction

From June 30 to July 2, 2005, the Mekong Sub-region Social Research Center
(MSSRC), at the Faculty of Liberal Arts, Ubon Ratchathani University, with the
support of the Thailand Research Fund [TRF], hosted the International Conference
“Transborder Issues in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region”, at the Nevada Grand Hotel,
Ubon Ratchathani, Thailand.

The conference served as a forum for academics, NGOs and other civil society
representatives, as well as representatives from governments and development
agencies to share their research findings, perspectives and concerns on a wide range
of issues related to the increased transnationalization of the Greater Mekong Sub-
region (GMS). For a thorough account of the conference results, please refer to the
research papers presented at the conference on the attached CD. Presented here is a
narrative summary of the conference, its principle aims and outcomes.

The Conference had five overarching goals:

- To facilitate the exchange of knowledge on, and experiences in, transborder issues
in the GMS, among academics and various other governmental and non-
governmental actors.

- To review existing knowledge on transborder issues in the GMS, encourage peer
reviews/ feed back on research currently being undertaken, and identify
knowledge gaps/ areas of concern for further research.

- To employ a comparative, multidisciplinary perspective to evaluate lessons learnt
(positive and negative) that could both inform policy and encourage strategic
planning in all institutions and organizations concerned.

- To build and strengthen partnerships, and encourage collaborative research among
higher education institutions and other institutions and organizations working on
transborder issues in the Mekong region.



- To explore the different roles academic institutions can play in fostering new ways
of understanding processes of change, including innovative ways of doing
research across boundaries, particularly at the grass roots level.

Participants

The conference was attended by 349 academics and other civil society
representatives, government officials, donor agencies and intergovernmental agencies
from the Mekong region and beyond. A list of attendants, organized according to
panelists/moderators, presenters, and participants, is available on the CD.

Conference content:

Each day of the conference opened with a plenary session of panelists in the main
room, followed by paper presentations held concurrently in four smaller rooms, where
discussions on particular issues also took place. A total of 79 presentations explored
transborder issues in the GMS through the lens of nine key themes:

a. Sex Trade, Gender and Sexuality

b. Transboundary Migration

c. Health and HIV/ AIDS

d. Natural Resource and Environmental Management

e. Regional Market Economy

f. Regional Relations and Cooperation

g. Tourism Development and Consequences

h. Transboundary Human Rights

1. Cultural Studies (Diaspora, Ethnicity, Media and Identity)

In addition, a session on grassroots action research in transboundary water governance
was held on the second day. In the first part of this session, six panelists raised key
issues and concerns related to transboundary water management in the Salaween,
Lancang-Upper Mekong and SeSan Rivers, and examined what challenges and
opportunities exist for engaging in effective grassroots and community based action
research. These issues were followed up in smaller group discussions involving the
audience.

Key issues raised

Asian Development Bank (ADB) representative, Mr. Jean Pierre Verbiest, opened the
conference with a provocative summary of the GMS program currently underway in
the region. Subsequent panellists and presenters questioned the appropriateness and
benefits of the GMS model and examined these mainstream approaches to
development through a multitude of critical perspectives.

I. Unequal distribution of costs and benefits

Development is a highly uneven process. Less powerful groups, whose perspectives
and visions of what constitutes ‘development’ are never articulated in policy plans
and who are repeatedly excluded from participating in decisions that affect their lives,
are the ones who must typically pay the greatest costs.



For example, infrastructure developments such dams and the blasting of rapids for
navigation improvement in the upper Mekong River threaten the culture and
livelihoods of thousands communities who depend on the river basin’s natural
resources for their livelihoods. As Dr. Chernvit gravely concluded, “[it is] the
underprivileged people on both banks of the Mekong from Yunnan down to Burma,
Laos, Thailand, Cambodia, and South Vietnam, [who] may not survive this process of
globalization”.

The indigenous peoples of the region tend to bear the biggest brunt of the GMS
integrative development agenda. This is evident on various fronts: the increased
‘ethnicization’ of the cross-border sex trade; the displacement of ethnic minorities
from their lands (without adequate compensation) to make way for the construction of
dams; the import of cheap (often illegal) workers from Burmese upland communities
to work in Chinese ‘sweat shops’ currently being established in Thai border towns.

At the same time, agencies working to promote local cultures and identities often use
a commodified notion of ‘culture’ as a tool to gain economic and political
empowerment, often ignoring critical aspects of culture such as language. Even
proponents of language preservation are not immune to economic metaphors, often
describing languages as ‘resources’ that need to be ‘preserved’. This raises questions
over whether these efforts will produce real benefits for ethnic minorities in the
region, or whether the commodification of culture is simply another path to economic
profit.

Increased regional integration is also likely to result in a disproportionate distribution
of costs and benefits between countries in Mekong region. For example, Dr. Pholsena
argued that the prospects for the ‘Economic Corridor’ contributing to the economic
development in Laos are still tentative, since investment opportunities in that country
tend to be restricted to the development of services — small restaurants, hotels or guest
houses, and petrol stations- along the road. Rather than becoming an economic axis,
Laos may be relegated to the role of corridor or passageway for economic activity
occurring among larger surrounding states. Moreover, Laos’ position, both as a
landlocked country and at the crossroads where major trade routes intersect, makes it
particularly vulnerable to social risks, such as the spread of HIV/AIDS.

I1. Failure of existing governance frameworks

The key positions in the emerging GMS are dominated by representatives of the
governments of the riparian states, international financial institutions and
development agencies; common citizens are grossly underrepresented in regional
decision-making. Various speakers called for greater participation of civil society in
decision-making processes, as a way of achieving the level of cooperation necessary
for a more sustainable and equitable use of resources and greater prospects for peace
in the region.

Besides the ADB, the Mekong River Commission (MRC) was an institution that
received much criticism for its non-participatory approach to policy-making, and for
its failure to deal with conflicts such as the one surrounding the SeSan River, the
constructions of Dams in China and the navigation improvement project. A recently



commissioned study into the (in)effectiveness of the MRC as a governing body
suggests that international funding bodies are rethinking their support and seeking
more effective means to achieve equitable outcomes.

ITII. GMS: a construct and development agenda framed as “inevitable”

Panellists on the second and third plenary session provided a critical perspective for
understanding current trends towards increased regionalisation and the implications
such transnationalism has for a progressive social agenda.

Dr. Hirsch explored different ways in which borders are imagined and reimagined to
show how the GMS vision of entering an era of cooperation, peace and prosperity
through the dissolution of national borders is just as much a construct as the 18™
Century nation-state building project of erecting imaginary borderlines.

Underlying the development agenda of the GMS--the idea that the GMS will be
integrated infrastructurally through road and railway networks, navigation channels,
telecommunications link up, energy grid, etc--is a set of assumptions that privileges
economic growth as the only sensible path to regional integration, development, and
the improvement of living conditions--a part of the vision to transform Southeast Asia
‘from battlefield to marketplace’. Such economic discourse is often endorsed to the
exclusion of all other approaches, and curtails the number of ‘legitimate’ players in
development planning. Further, as Dr. Vail pointed out, there is an inherent tension in
GMS discourses, which on the one hand posits economics as fundamental and which
entails making the ideological assumption that humans are self-maximising
individuals, and on the other, promotes the GMS as cooperative and neighbourly.

The dissolution of boundaries is, moreover, a differential or selective process. On the
one hand, there is the easing of the ways in which capital and goods can flow across
borders, a facilitation of intermingling of political leaders and business elites and
government-to-government  interactions, and integrated resource economies
facilitating the flows of timber and energy flow across boundaries. However,
significant barriers remain for labour movement (legal); there is differential civil
society among Mekong countries, differences in governance, environmental standards,
etc.

Speakers were particular critical of the way in which the GMS project, which
represents a particular style of development or form of globalization, is often framed
as “inevitable”, a view reflected for example, by Dr. Jinjai in his address on the
opening plenary session. As Dr. Vail expressed, “inevitability is a statement of
power” which essentially prevents alternative voices or visions of the world from
being articulated.

IV. Voicing alternative visions: opportunities for academics and civil society

Contrary to the notion of “inevitability”, many papers presented at conference showed
that globalization is being realized in a multitude of different forms at the local level



and that people have developed myriad strategies for (re-)negotiating new structures,
policies, laws, forms of power with which they are confronted.

There was a general consensus among participants that there is a need to match the
mainstream development agendas, discourses, and metaphors, with counter-discourses
that offer alternative ways of crossing boundaries. The role of academics in this
process was also discussed.

Dr. Pattana provided an alternative way of looking at the Mekong as a method of
thinking, reading, criticising and of experiencing, as a way of challenging the
dominant paradigm of border crossing, which depicts the Mekong as a resource to be
exploited and borders as lines that divide people and places. This view of the Mekong
encourages people to see transborder issues on the ground from multiple subjectivities,
where time and cultural context matters, as distinct from transborder activities as
economic enterprises viewed from above.

Dr. Anan called for more research that explores the ways in which marginal peoples
produce different kinds of discourses, not only at the level of social movements and
protests, but also at the level of day-to-day livelihood strategies. This could be helpful
in creating alternative visions that can then be used to construct mechanisms or
instruments of governance to resolve conflicts within the region. He also pointed to
the benefits of including indigenous groups from the region to participate in forums
and conferences so they can exchange knowledge and experiences, identify common
issues and concerns, and build regional alliances for addressing them.

Dr. Chernvit and others proposed maintaining dialogue with powerful actors, but at
the same time create a network of communication within the region built from the
bottom up, which tries to produce different kinds of knowledge in order to come up
with alternatives that can influence at the policy level. This network of knowledge
building requires more research across borders like the Mekong Learning Initiative
(MLI), a collaboration between different universities in the Mekong region which
tries to work with young people to reach an understanding of how we all live and deal
with problems that are increasingly shared.

Panelists from the “Transboundary Water Governance and Grass Roots Research”
session discussed how they are developing novel participatory approaches to research
that combine ‘scientific’ with ‘local knowledge’, which hold potential for future
collaborative work with communities along Mekong. For example, Mr. Sretthachau
explained how IUCN and local partners in Cambodia are currently employing
“Salapun”, research methods that encompass ‘village-based’ or ‘local’ knowledge.
Such research is an important avenue of legitimating local knowledge, agendas and
livelihoods, for a more equitable distribution of social and natural resources and for
greater participation in local democratic processes.

Outcomes

The conference not only brought together different stakeholders, but also people from
diverse backgrounds and disciplines with a broad range of experiences, who had in



common an interest in GMS transborder issues. This not only provided an opportunity
for people to meet one another, and build and strengthen partnerships, but it rendered
an enriching interdisciplinary approach to analysing how broad policies (GMS) are
affecting various issues at the local and regional level.

The conference also provided an opportunity for people to exchange information,
learn about the research currently being undertaken on transborder issues in the GMS,
and to receive constructive feedback on their work. It provided a key forum for
building interdisciplnary collaboration; feedback since the conference took place
suggests that participants made durable connections that promises to open the way to
new and important research across disciplinary lines.

The conference raised reflexive questions regarding the future role of academics and
researchers, not only in terms of identifying knowledge gaps, but (perhaps more
importantly) in terms of how the research process itself--e.g. methodology and
collaboration--can contribute to the creation of alternative views of ‘development’
that come from the grassroots. Participants learnt about cross-border collaborative
learning programs occurring among higher education institutions across the Mekong
River Basin and the development of new innovative approaches to research being
developed between NGOs and communities--approaches that integrate ‘scientific’ and
‘local knowledge’ to legitimate local voices. There was enthusiastic support for the
idea of building a network of knowledge about the Mekong that articulates alternative
views which can influence at the policy level.

Overall, the conference demonstrated the benefits and opportunities this type of
knowledge and experience sharing has for advancing and improving future cross-
border collaborative research.

A book on conference proceedings is currently being produced, and selected papers
will be published and distributed to participants and key actors across the region.



Transborder Issues in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region Analysis

: Question for Studies / Research on Mekong Region

From the 9 points that determined the conference discussion topics, it has been
found that the point of economics in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region was presented
in the highest number, that is, in 20 papers. There were 3 articles” on human rights.
The contents of the presentations concerned social issues relevant to present
occurrences more than historical studies. Even though there were no presenters or
participants from Burma in this conference, there were 10 articles about Burma.
Among these, 4 articles were about the results of the study about Burmese labor and 8
articles about Laos with the subjects on regional economic issues. The second
greatest in number are articles on sex trade. There are 4 articles concerning Laos, not
many articles about Cambodia, Vietnam and China, and the articles about the latter
country varied in subject. Another interesting thing is the issue of environmental
resources. There are 6 articles on water governance from the total 10.

This conference did not only have the presentation of works of interest, but
also gave a chance for discussion in interesting topics about Greater Mekong Sub-
Region. Those who participated in the discussion were businessmen and scholars
both Thai and foreign who were interested in learning about the Greater Mekong Sub-
Region. From the paper topics and issues from the group discussion, the interesting
contents and suggestions for additional research about the Greater Mekong Sub-
Region can be stated as follows:

1. The status of the Greater Mekong Sub-Region is a unique territory
or a territory combined with other territories.

When talking about the Greater Mekong Sub-Region, we are talking about the
territory composed of Thailand, Laos, Cambodia, Burma, Vietnam, and China, which
is an immense region. These six countries together are considered the Greater
Mekong Sub-Region because the Mekong River runs through each. However,
considering the relationship between people in these countries and the Mekong River,
people in each country have different level of relationship with the Mekong River.
For example, Thai people with close tie to the Mekong River are the Isaan people,
while people in the northern and middle parts have closer relationship with the Chao-
Praya River. As for the people in the south, in a manner of speaking, the Mekong
River is even more distant. Like Thai people, whether people in China or Burma and
even northern Vietnam have as close relationship as people near the region where the
Mekong River runs through or not is an interesting issue. Therefore, in mentioning
about economical development and cooperation among the countries in the Greater
Mekong Sub-Region, one should consider whether it is the desire of the governments
in those countries or the desire of the people in the region. At the same time the
Greater Mekong Sub-Region is not the territory separated from other regions of the

country. Did the cooperation that occurred yield benefits to people in that country as
a whole or to some people only?

2. Who are benefiting from the economical development and the
transpiring cooperation in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region?

Related to the first point, when talking about economical development and the
cooperation that will transpire, the question is who benefits? Are people who benefit
from the development those close to the Mekong River or people from other regions,
or the government? The obvious issue is the problem about the management of local
resources, the river, the forest, or agricultural area. The problem concerning water
governance in the Mekong is one interested by most people, especially people who
study in the field of environmental problems. The reason is any action done to the
Mekong river effects both people who live by the river, the water inhabitants, and
plants. One example from the presentation in this conference is pictures presented by
Dr. Chanwit Kasetsiri that showed changes in the water level in the Khmer lake and in
the bar at the mouth of the Mekong River. These things not only effect the stream but
also the people who depend on the Mekong River for a living, both the group who do
traditional fresh water fishery or small ferry boatmen among the local people. The
small entrepreneurs in the Mekong area belong to the first group who will be effected
by the islet explosion that opens up the space for huge boat to transport goods. And
this is just one example. There are many other issues that need to be studied in terms
of the possible future effects. Besides the issue of the benefits that have gone to
people in the area or people outside the area, also mentioned is the question as to
which countries in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region would receive more benefits from
the transpiring cooperation, or whether all countries would receive the same measure
of benefits.

3. How are a large number of clans in the Greater Mekong Sub-
Region going to be effected by the policy made by the central government?

Besides the economical adjustment issue, the issue of the cultural adjustment
of each of the clans in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region, which are great in number,
was another issue mentioned in this conference. Will the problems of political
inequity and economical development that effect each clan at present grows tenser
with the development and cooperation between governments in the Greater Mekong
Sub-Region or will these problems decrease because the cooperation in tourism is one
important issue for the governments in this region. Since these countries have high
potential for tourism and are well-known for ancient remains, antiques, and culture,
they are encouraged to promote tourism from PATA, ADB, and UNESCAP. Thus,
the promoted tourism may bring about the cultural conservation of each clan for
tourism benefits or may be the cultural adaptation that will profit tourism. All this is
one issue that was mentioned and it takes time to follow up in order to study the
outcome that will follow. Not included is the study about changes that occur in each
culture, such as language, clothes, beliefs, family systems, etc.
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4. Will the frontiers of the existing national states, which are the
result of from the political policy, be affected by the cooperation in the Greater
Mekong Sub-Region?

The cooperation that has transpired in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region has
brought about the communication between different clans that dwell in each country
with clear boundary. With the system of relationship between national states at the
present age, in traveling across each country’s frontier, each citizen must carry a
passport; go through the checkpoint, etc. In order to fulfill the cooperation needed in
the Greater Mekong Sub-Region, for one thing, the government of each country must
reduce the complexity of these steps so that traveling can be more convenient and thus
the citizens of each country can be closer to one another. Nevertheless, the closeness
occurs only in some regions of the country, not in the whole country. Will these
things bring differences in the relationship between the population and the national
frontiers in the future or not? At the same time, the problems of current terrorism and
across-the-frontier criminals are serious in many countries. Will the cooperation that
leads to facilitation in traveling across the frontier intensify these problems or not?
What is the middle ground for future relationship?

5. Concerning the frontier crossing and migration that are taking
place, there has not been a clear study about the regulation and judiciary system
that will be brought into effect, as well as about the health issue.

The transpiring relationship in each region not only brings advantages
resulting from cooperation between countries but can also bring effects resulting from
communication, if each country has no preparation for systems that will accommodate
the migration of people that come in. Therefore, the government of each country
should prepare the judiciary system and health system that will accommodate the
increasing population. The health issue presented in this conference concerns
immunity deficiency. However, in reality there are also many other health problems
occurring along the frontiers, because the economical development and the
cooperation that transpired in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region have brought
population from many regions together. As a result, there are chances that health
problems may occur and magnify, both in the frontier area and inside the country,
since the population that come to live together are the carriers of the transpiring health
problems into their own regions.

Besides health issues, there are also issues concerning the legal system and
judiciary system, as well as the understanding about the human rights of each people
group that come to live together. For these issues it is important to generate the right
understanding in the incoming migrants and the population of the country in order to
prevent conflicts that may arise in the future if the migrants feel that they are
unequally treated or taken advantaged of. This will lead to negative points of views
on the countries into which they have come in to make a living and will lead to
conflicts both on the citizen level and national level.
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6. What will be the outcome of the development of the cooperation in the
Greater Mekong Sub-Region, if the racial awareness and the history
based on the conflicts between countries in the region remain unchanged?

The conflicts between countries in the Greater Mekong Sub-Region did not only
arise from the present double standard or advantage-taking, but the negative points of
views between countries in this region have already existed before, from the historical
problems in which people in each country felt that they were abused. The case of the
violence resulting from the historical awareness that recently occurred was the arson
at the Thai Embassy in Cambodia. Such problem arose from the historical mentality
that had been deep-rooted in the psychology of people in both countries. As a
consequence, the action that resulted from misunderstanding and some words could
not come to a negotiation for resolution but lead to violence both for Thailand and
Cambodia, because while the Cambodian were burning the Thai Embassy, the Thai
mass media presented the pictures with vehement reprimand on the Cambodian
government and population. Past events were also brought up. The situation that
arose showed that the historical knowledge and understanding did not induce
cooperation, but lead to conflict instead. This is because the historical education in
the past concerned more about the conflicts and regional power struggle than about
the cooperation or cultural tie between countries. If the historical education of each
country remains unchanged, the expected cooperation is unlikely to be achieved.

7. The study of people’s thinking system on Mekong.

At present Mekong is referred to as an economical territory. However, there is not
only one definition of Mekong. From past to present there have been many
definitions of Mekong. For Thai government in one period of time, Mekong meant
the natural frontier between Thailand and Laos before the definition was changed to
economical river. While people on each side of the river may not think in the same
way as the people in Thai government, Mekong for the Isaan people may be a river
with great benefaction because it is the source of nutrition, the source of water needed
in cultivation, fertilizer, as well as a dwelling place for the Snake gods. Certainly the
definition of Mekong in each group of people changes with time. Any policy-making
concerning Mekong needs taking people’s mentality about Mekong into
consideration. The study in this matter should not be conducted only among people in
Thailand, but also among people in neighboring countries, because sometimes in
making decisions or proposing policies, with knowledge and understanding of
people’s mentality, the decisions in the proposal can have less errors and can incur
more empathy.

The presented issues have been gathered from the conference. Not all issues that
should be studied about Mekong are included, because the issues concerning the
involvement of scientific knowledge and technology in the study about Mekong have
not been included. These are interesting matters that were not yet presented in this
conference.
