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Abstract

Thailand has been named “the kitchen of the world” since its has high potency
of exporting food. Likewise, Thailand also import food and raw agricultural materials
from other contries for domestic consumption and for reexport as processed food.
However, Thailand has faced the problems of unfair trade from time to time
especially when it dealed with well-developed countries. The Division of Food
Control /Food and Drug Admistration of Thailand has forseen the necessity of
designing the food import and export inspection and certication system in accordance
with CCFICS. Therefore, it is important to understand the basic concepts of
principles and guidelines of CCFICS and to determine whether the current operation
of food import and export inspection and certication system in Thailand follow the
principles and guidelines of CCFICS or not. The principles and guidelines of CCFICS
were translated to Thai language and then digested and concluded as flowchart for
easy understanding. The study of information on operating of food import and export
inspection and certification system in Thailand were performed by investigating
information from websites of the official authorities involving with food import and
export inspection and certification, and by interviewing their competent officers.
These informations were compared to the guidelines for the design, operation,
assessment and accreditation of food import and export inspection and certification
systems (CAC/GL 26-1997) and to the guidelines for food import control systems
(CAC/GL 47-2003). It is found that the operation system in Thailand are mostly
accordant to CCFICS ; however, the national focal point for exchange information on
emergency situation and the plan for emergency situation are not well-defined. The
suggestion and comments on further research from stakeholders of food import and

export are concluded.
