ABSTRACT

The 1% Conference on Parks, Recreation and Tourism was initiated by Parks, Recreation
and Tourism Program, Faculty of Forestry, Kasetsart University with the supports of 5 other agencies
including National Park, Wildlife and Plant Conservation Department, Tourism Authority of Thailand,
Ministry of Tourism and Sport, The Thailand Research Fund, and WWF-Thailand. The objectives of
this conference were to provide opportunity for researchers and academia in presenting their
research and academic works, to encourage knowledge exchange between researchers, academia
and practitioners in the field of parks, recreation and tourism, and to establish research and
knowledge exchange network in parks, recreation, and tourism. The conference was held during
23-24 August, 2007 at the Faculty of Forestry, Kasetsart University. Themes of this conference were
“knowledge-based practices for park management” and “sustainable tourism management”. The
conference programs composed of keynote speaking, special lecture, oral presentation of research,
poster presentation of research, and academic exhibition.
