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Abstract

Title : Survey of the papaya status in Ratchaburi and Samut Songkhram Province
Keywords: Survey, Papaya, Ratchaburi Province, Samut Sonkhram Province
This research aimed to study papaya’s cultivars, production system and marketing.

The research population consisted of 60 papaya farmers in Ratchaburi and Samut
Songkhram Province. The research instrument was a questionnaire. Data were analyzed

through Microsoft Office Excel in terms of percentage.

The research results were found as follows. Such varieties of papaya as Kaeg Dam,
Kaeg Nuan, Sai Nampueng, Rang Nairoi, Wat Pleng and Plag Mai Lai are grown by the
farmers in terms of both single and mixed plantation. In mixed plantation, the papaya is
grown together with chilli, eggplant, lime, coconut and banana. Raw papaya and ripe
papaya (for processing factories) are sold through local middlemen ; however ripe papaya
(to eat) is taken by the farmer to sell in Sri Muang Market, Ratchaburi. As for flesh firmness,
the most is of Rang Nairoi (1.52 kg) followed by Sai Nampueng (1.45 kg) and when tasted,
the flesh of Rang Nairoi, Sai Nampueng, Wat Pleng, Kaeg Nuan, Kaeg Dam and Plag Mai Lai
is firm and crispy. Wat Pleng, Sai Nampueng and Kaeg Dam is the most suitable to eat.
When 75% ripe, the most firm is Wat Pleng (0.70 kg) followed by Kaeg Dam (0.69 kg). Kaeg
Nuan’s fruit colour is the darkest (6.18) followed by Sai Nampueng’s (6.25). As for percent
total soluble solids (%TSS), they are as follows : Plag Mai Lai (12.14), Sai Nampueng (11.28),
Kaeg Dam (11.01), Kaeg Nuan (10.93), Rang Nairoi (10.71) and Wat Pleng (9.5)
respectively. According to sweetness test, the sweetest is Plag Mai Lai followed by Sai
Nampueng, Kaeg Nuan, Kaeg Dam and Wat Pleng. According to satisfaction test, Plag Mai

Lai and Sai Numpueng are favourite respectively.

2. mutation 3. incomplete yield and 4. being under standard yield.
