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The survey of papaya production potentiality in the area of Phetchaburi and  

Prachuapkhirikhan provinces 

 

Abstract 

 

The survey of papaya production potential in the area of Phetchaburi and 

Prachuapkhirikhan provinces using 3 questionnaires: 1) variety and production system 2) farmer 

marketing and 3) fruit quality were conducted at May – November, 2008.  Population in 3 district 

of Phetchaburi province (Nong-ya plong, Krang krachan and Thayang) were observed.  The result 

divided to 86 growers, 11 buyers in 2 central agricultural markets and 3 young plant sellers.  

Papaya cv. Khak-dum, Nong- ya plong, Sai nam peung and Coco were grown in this area and sell 

as green fruit (used as vegetable) and ripened fruit consumed as a fresh fruit.  Green fruit were 

packed in 10 kg plastic bag, and sent to central agricultural market before distributed to other 

markets.  Ripened fruit were graded and wrapped with newspaper. Mostly fruit were picked up 

from the orchard by buyers.  For the observation in Prachuapkhirikhan province, 49 farmers grew 

Khak-dum, Khak-nal, Coco and Plag mai lai varieties.  Green fruit from local area were packed in 

10 kg plastic bag and sold in central agricultural market, whereas non-packed in other area.  The 

ripened fruit consumed as fresh fruit (cv. Khak-dum and Plag mai lai) were graded and wrapped, 

whereas the ripened fruit for processing were collected by collectors from Dole Thailand Ltd. and 

Kuiburi food canning company.
