This research aimed to study the motives of Chinese tourists in visiting Thailand as well as
their interests in visiting various types of destinations in Thailand. The data were collected by
interviewing 200 samples of Chinese tourist using self-administered questionnaires in Chinese. The venue
where the Chinese tourists were interviewed was the compound of the Temple of the Emerald Buddha in
Bangkok. The data were collected in two phases, January and August 2008. According to the findings the
main motive of the Chinese tourists was sightseeing. Other less but not least important motives were
cultural experiences, visiting seaside resorts and recreation, which reflect the motives similar to those of
mass tourists. With regard to tourism destinations the tourist placed importance in nearly every kind of
destination. The destinations could be clustered into 5 categories : 1 Pattaya 2 watching Thai classical
dances and cultural performances, temple tours, enjoying cabaret shows, diving at Koh Chang island,
tasting Thai food and watching the fireflies 3 visiting floating markets, having traditional massages,
visiting local markets, and visiting the elephant village in Surin 4 visiting national museums, Jatujak
weekend market, historical ruins, and enjoying the fullmoon party at Koh Pa-Ngan 5 touring to Khmer

shrines and Sukhothai Historical Park.

The objectives of the study were to collect the local wisdom of textiles weaving of Doi Tao
community in terms of database for the tourism development and income generation; as well as a process
guideline of local wisdom of textiles weaving for value creation of local textile products; and to look for
a supportive pattern of learning network for community enterprise of the local wisdom of textiles
weaving.

A Factor-Cluster Analysis Approach

The U.S. senior travel market is one of the important senior segments for Thailand’s tourism
industry. However, little knowledge is known regarding this segment, particularly its travel related
behavior and motivations to visit Thailand. The purpose of this study is to investigate travel motivations
of U.S. senior travelers to Thailand by adopting the theory of push and pull motivations as a conceptual
framework. This study also examines the possibility of segmenting the U.S. senior travel market by
utilizing attribute-based benefits segmentation (pull motivational factors). The results of factor analysis
identify three push and four pull factor dimensions. Among them, ‘novelty & knowledge-seeking’ and
‘cultural & historical attractions’ are viewed as the most important push and pull factors, respectively.
Based on cluster analysis, the study reveals two distinct segments within the U.S. senior travel market:
‘cultural & historical seekers’ and ‘holiday & leisure seekers’. The results of the study provide important

implications for developing effective marketing strategies for each segment.

The purpose of this article on “Lanta Yai Community and Development of Sustainable Cultural
Tourism” is to describe the role of community in developing tourism. The article proceeds as follow; it
presents the socio-cultural contexts of the community, then analyzes its potentials and limitations for
development of tourism and, finally, proposes an approach to developing sustainable cultural tourism that
relies predominantly on community collaboration. Field study revealed that in the past 5 years, the
community has seen a remarkable growth in cultural tourism thanks to its especially rich and plural
cultures that have wide appeal to tourists looking for alternative experiences from those offered by
conventional tourism. This is a good example of how locally available assets like cultural plurality can be
used to benefit tourism. However, development of tourism in Lanta Yai community has faced with a
number of challenges. For example, the government’s approach to the development of tourism has a
significant loophole by leaving different groups with unequal access to tourism resources and community
people themselves are far from ready to respond appropriately, thus being able to reap the benefits
afforded them by the government’s tourism development policy. Moreover, relationship between groups
in community, most notably between community groups and private business groups, is mainly economic
and seasonal. Most of all, cultural plurality is both an asset and a liability for tourism development at the
same time because growth in tourism has made local cultures and ways of life much more vulnerable
through increased exposure. Consequently, a sustainable approach to developing cultural tourism here
must have as its integral element collaboration among groups in community — GO, NGO as well as
villagers — who perceive themselves as part of “Lanta is Our Home Community”. Central to this
collaborative approach is the cultivation of sense of belonging in all sectors in the community and
promotion of their active and equal role in driving forward the tourism industry here. Once the entire
community gets involved in caring for and protecting the community, making sure it develops in the right
direction and there is constant collaboration among all related parties and groups, significant benefits for
sustainable cultural tourism in this community shall definitely and readily follow.

The Study of Relations of the Actual World and the Commercial Advertisement Presentation
World “My Girl” is a qualitative research that studied the full cycle of production, distribution, and
reproduction culture in advertising, as well as the decoding and interpretation of viewers. This was to
analyze relations of the actual world and the father-daughter presentation world, in theoretical compliance
with the British Cultural Study Bureau, and with the encoding-decoding model by Stuart Hall. The
research also studied feedback of family viewers, through in-depth interviews and focus groups.

The producer of the advertisement “My Girl” was found to create the message coding the role of
today’s “family.” A family was facing the severely dramatic situation of premature pregnancy of the
unmarried daughter, and then decided to solve the problem with the love cure from the forgiving and
caring father who ended the trauma with his unconditional love and all-time readiness to care for his girl,
for better or worse. This was the same with Thai Insurance Company that stands ready to offer a family
care to its customers. The production details were extra realistically fabricated to draw viewers.

The distribution and reproduction of this advertisement was “fast and overwhelming” through
various channels of media that had naturally high impact on mass target viewers. They were television,
mobile phone and internet. The classic reproduction was made to deliver a new interpretation of how
today’s society solve the non-marriage pregnancy in ways that were different from the problem alike in
earlier years. That was to put a father on the key-player’s role.

The study found that sampling groups with different backgrounds differed in decoding and
interpretation. The daughters (female teens) group with first-hand experience of premature pregnancy had
a negotiated of alternative reading. They agreed to the presentation in principles, but not in detailed
compositions, and said circumstances count. Some members of this daughter group had an oppositional
reading. This revealed that the actual world of this sampling group differs from the presentation world;
and that the receivers had more negotiation power than the senders. However, the sampling group with no
experience of premature pregnancy had preferred reading; and in this case, had less negotiation power

than the senders.



As for the decoding of the father group, when asked to make decision as if the presented problem
occurred in their real life, they are found to compromise and make preferred decision as shown in the
advertisement. The actual world of the father group and the presentation world were found alike,
accordingly. The coding system in the advertisement revealed that the sender’s encoding out powered the
receiver’s decoding. Therefore, the encoder had control over the decoder.

The research found feedback in 3 models: 1) Parents use the advertisement as ethical tools to
teach their daughter, 2) Depression and negative feelings occur in the family turning the members away
from the advertisement, 3) The family has controversy in appropriateness of the commercial theme and

message.

According to the analysis of the lesson on the social movement and campaign of people network
in many Thai communities, the social movement and campaign, especially in the level of local
communities, requires cooperation from partners of stakeholders in many areas. In the past, the main
institution which played an important role in the campaign is local community, religious institution or
temple, and educational institution or schools all collaborating with each other as a group called
“BORWORN” (1-3-9) or “Three Cooperations”. BOWORN has shown its strength and efficiency
leading to a smooth social movement. However, owing to globalization at present, there has been some
tremendous change in the society. Additionally, it results in innovative ideas of social administration and
development. The main institutions, which affect local people’s lifestyle and ways of thinking, are home,
temples and schools whose authority and influence has been considerably lessened. The new social
development has changed the power sources in the local communities, and it also results in new types of
organization and institution. Consequently, with a change in the sources of power, the partners involved in
the local communities have increased.

With these reasons, more partners have been brought into the cooperation in the local
communities. The above-mentioned three main institutions, i.e. home, temples and schools have then
expanded into a new model called “PORSOMKUAN” (W-8-%-1-A-3-3) consisting of 7 institutions : 1)
Non-government organization for development or NGOS 2) local government 3) community health
organization 4) opinion leader 5) family and people 6) temples and other main religious institutions in the
communities 7) educational institutions or schools.

In conclusion, the result of the study revealed that any community which comprises all 7 main
institutions collaborating well with each other will be able to generate social movement leading to

achievement in people’s cooperation and partners involved.

This research aimed to study media exposure, motivation and satisfaction of Thai tourists in

ecotourism in Samut Songkram.

The work was carried out as a survey research with the use of a one shot descriptive study. The
sample group consists of 400 Thai ecotourists travelling in Samut Songkram from April to May 2008.
Taro Yamane was employed together with purposive sampling and questionnaire used as a tool for

collecting data.

The data analysis was done through descriptive statistics methods, namely frequency, percentage,
means and standard deviation, which were all used to analyze the variables involved. The findings
revealed that most of the tourists were female, aged between 31-40 years old. Besides, they graduated with
a bachelor’s degree and earned approximately 6,001 to 10,000 baht per month. Most of them also came

from Bangkok.

As for Thai tourists’ media exposure behavior in general, it is found that most of them watched
television on weekdays between 05.00-07.00 am and on weekends between 07.00-08.00 am and also from
noon to 01.00 pm. The findings also showed that they mostly watched dramas and news. The channel that
most of them chose to watch was Channel 3. In addition to television, they were exposed to a daily

newspapet, especially Thairath, They generally listened to music stations on radio after 08.30 pm.

With regard to the media exposure behavior relating to the ecotourism in Samut Sangkram
province, it is found that the tourists were mostly exposed to television, followed by travel magazine.
Regarding their motivation for ecotourism in Samut Songkram, it is found to be at a medium level. The
motivation for traveling in Samut Songkram results from a desire to see fireflies and local lifestyle.

Overall, their level of satisfaction towards ecotourism in Samut Songkram belongs to a high level.

Thus, when planning international marketing strategy directed towards the consumers in the
eastern culture, the strategy of the reference group must be employed. Besides, the provision of
information to the consumers and the motivation of the consumers are both essential.

This research has 2 objectives : (1) to examine the viewpoint of a Public Administration academic
within the scope of both an academic and applied situation (2) to find essential core subjects within the
scope of the Public Administration which are applicable for public organization workers in actual
situations. Interview involved 31 samples ( 16 academics and 15 public organization employees).

(1) The academic’s viewpoint is divided into 2 sections.

Section 1 is concerned with academic level. Most of the samples agree that Public
Administration’s scope can be divided into core subject and can be categorized into subsection to
understand essential features. For the most important subject, the opinions were divided into 2 sides.
According to the first side, there is none. However, the other side pointed out that Public Administration
Principles is the most important subject.

Section 2 concerns applied subjects. According to most of the academic viewpoints, none of the
subjects is seen as the most important. Nevertheless, there are certain subjects which are regarded as
important ones including those revolving around the existing knowledge as well as those with innovative
knowledge. Overall, they agree that the subject can be mostly applied in the actual situations but they are
advised to be adjusted in accordance with the contexts of the Thai society.

(2) The viewpoint of Public Organization’s employees is divided into 2 sections.

Section 1 is concerned with academic level. The samples agree that the knowledge of public
administration refers to the theory of state administration and knowledge about public services, which can
be sub-divided into 12 areas.

Section 2 concerns applied subjects. According to the viewpoint of the samples, Politics and
Public Policy is the most important subject, followed by Administration Techniques. As a whole, the
subjects can be mostly applied in actual situations. However, the samples suggested that the scope of the

subjects be extended to the solutions to social problems at the national level.

Project Title : A Basic idea of ‘Benefit’ (or “Utility’ in Economics term) both in Neoliberalism (which
also derived from mainstream economics and Utilitarianism) and Buddhism.

This article is intended to study a basic idea of ‘Benefit’ (or ‘Utility” in Economics term) both in
Neoliberalism (which also derived from mainstream economics and Utilitarianism) and Buddhism. The
purpose is to question the assumption of the discourse of benefit which includes the question of the basic
philosophy from which it comes, the question of persons whom it is for and the ultimate purpose of
benefit. To find out these answers will result in understanding what this discourse leads to various power
structures in present society and also leads to the attempt to shift to a new paradigm.

This article indicates that the discourse of benefit both from Neoliberalism and Buddhism are
different. First, the basic philosophy of Neoliberalism, mainstream Economics and Utilitarianism are from
Consequentialism. It is emphasized on goal and result and less interested in which intentions and means
they are, while Buddhism is interested in intention, mean or action and goal. What will be benefit will be
composed of these three and might be only Kusala or righteous. In this aspect of concerning intention and
mean or action, it may be called as Absolutism ethics (opposite to Consequentialism). However Buddhism
is also Consequentialism as it is also concerned with goal (this may be debatable to strictly Absolutism
school). For those who are not familiar with Buddhism, Buddhism is briefly speaking as an umbrella view
that relates to many others and leads people to detach to those views. From these different basic
philosophies, both lead to different idea of righteousness. The benefit from Neoliberalism idea is more
subjective according to the authority to define and set priority whereas the benefit from Buddhism is more
objective.

Second, the persons who get benefit in Neoliberalism are declared as individual and society
through the invisible hands mechanism ; nevertheless, the one who really accumulates the benefit is the
mechanism controller. Buddhism proposes the principle of action and benefit first directly to each
individual and once this individual benefits from reducing Kilesa or defilements then he will have
wisdom and no Agati or prejudices to create benefit for the society. Moreover, Buddhism admires those

who do both at the same time.



Third, the ultimate goal in Neoliberalism is to increase consumption to maintain economic
growth. On the contrary, Buddhism suggests consuming appropriately and approaching happiness in
other dimensions especially in mind and in searching wisdom. These will internally cool down the mind

and externally create peace in the society.

The purpose of this research was to study the results of the French language learning strategies
of Thammasat University undergraduate students. The samples used in this research were twenty-four
subjects purposely selected from students taking the French Intermediate II course in the second semester
of the academic year 2007. The attitudes survey and the strategy inventory of French language learning
were administered to the sample groups before the course units began. After sixteen weeks of training,
the researchers assigned the attitudes survey and the strategy inventory of the French language learning
posttest to the sample groups. The application of various evaluation forms was used in this research :
achievement test, students’ writing journals, social skill evaluation form and self-evaluation. The results
revealed that the French language learning strategies of the sample groups were improved. The samples
could use diverse strategies and had higher mean scores in learning strategies and in the attitudes test.
Students were all able to attain at least 60 percent of criteria listed beforehand. The training also helped to

develop their learning strategies.

The article is from the research named “An Over-use of Preposition in Thai Newspapers™ aiming
to survey, collect, digest, categorize overused prepositions in Thai newspapers and analyze the causes of
them. 20,434,100-word-corpus of news and articles were collected by simple random sampling from Thai
newspapers between January 1" and May 3 1%, 2007. The analysis together with in-depth interviews of 2
parties, fellows of the Royal Institute and concerned personnel in producing written entries in newspapers
were to reflect the use of prepositions both in Thai newspapers and current Thai.

According to the concept of collocation, the research categorizes overused prepositions in
newspapers from the word or phrase that might be conditional or co-occur with them in a certain
environment into 3 categories: conditional noun or noun phrase, conditional verb or verb phrase and
conditional other preposition. The result indicates that the conditional noun or noun phrase category was
found in highest frequency and the preposition “nai” was most frequently overused. The highest
occurrences of overused prepositions were found in economic and political news. The causes of over use
are unintentional causes: language contact and accustomed use or habit; and intentional causes: writers’
intention and newspaper’s production processes. In addition, it might be that the prepositional variants
can always meet different requirements of news and newspaper article writing which is full of working
conditions, especially the allocation of printing space. Moreover, with the intrinsic capability to lead and
publicize of this printing media, many Thais-both readers and writers alike-are getting increasingly and
unconsciously accustomed to these overused idioms and naturally ‘imitate’ them over and over. Owing

to this, the over use of preposition tends to appear more and more in newspapers and everyday Thai usage.

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Many countries rely on the private sector for the transition to a mass higher education system.
However the emerging trends of a private sector in higher education are demand absorbing and not the
result of the intended government policies. With the limitation of public resources and the increasing
demand for higher education, private resources are needed to support the growth of higher education. The

government roles are shifting toward targeting the needy and regulating service quality.
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The purpose of this research was to study and develop the causal factors affecting the students
satisfaction, intention and loyalty in the private universities, to validate the developed model by testing the
goodness of fit between the model and the empirical data, and to compare the satisfaction, intention and
loyalty among groups of students with different university size, years of study and fields of study. The
conceptual model and the research hypotheses were developed through reviewing and integrating the
literature related to this study. The research sample consisted of 1,272 undergraduate students randomly
selected from 6 groups of study fields, from 6 private universities in Bangkok Metropolitan Area and
Vicinity. Data collection was performed with the use of questionnaires measuring the students’ self-report
opinion, with 88.33 percent of response rate. Data were analyzed using SPSS v.13 and AMOS v.6.00

The research results indicated that 1) The developed causal model was fit to the empirical data
with all goodness of fit indices satisfying the required criteria: chi-square = 387.666, df = 344, p = .051,
GFI = 982, AGFI = 970, RMR = .011 and RMSEA = .010 2) The performance of the faculty staff
members, the university facilities and the university image had direct and indirect effects via students’
university experiences on students’ satisfaction, intention and loyalty. 3) The students’ satisfaction had
direct effect on their intention and loyalty and university experiences, with the significant reciprocal
effects between the students’ satisfaction, intention and loyalty, and the university experiences and
images. And 4) the groups of students with different university size, years of study and fields of study had

statistically significant difference in the means of satisfaction, intention and loyalty.
