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Abstract

Title The Development of Local Curriculum and Learning Process Based on the
Participation of Community in Ubon Ratchathani Province PHASE 1, 2011

The study of “The Development of Local Curriculum and Learning Process Based
on the Participation of Community in Ubon Ratchathani Province PHASE 1, 2011” aims to

1. investigate and review local knowledge in local curriculum, local learning process
and local researches in Ubon Ratchatani

2. create teachers network to develop local curriculum and learning process for the
settlement of homeland cooperated with local communities in Ubon Ratchatani

3. analyze local learning curriculum and local learning process condition and the
existing local curriculum in Ubon Ratchatani in order to find out the suggestions also
solutions and to determine the direction for the later phase

Data were collected from involvers in curriculum and learning process development
for the settlement of homeland in Ubon Ratchathani including the Secondary Education
Office Service Area 29, the Primary Education Office Service Area 1 — 5, involving
organizations, experts, community representatives, teachers, and students. Data were
collected by 1) studying from related researches 2) using questionnaire 3) holding a
seminar on curriculum and learning process development for the settlement of homeland in
Ubon Ratchathani. 4) Asking and interviewing involvers. Data were analyzed by using
SPSS statistical analysis program to find out statistics including frequency distribution and

percentage. Moreover, Qualitative data were analyzed by using Content Analysis.

Result of the study showed that

1. Local curriculum and learning process for the settlement of homeland in
Ubon Ratchathani was continuously developed following The Basic Education Curriculum.
One condition that was announced in The Basic Education Curriculum 1978 (revised

version) is the determination in providing Our Community subject as an elective subject for
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secondary school students. Therefore, all secondary school students get a chance to study
about their local communities in all dimensions. However, The Basic Education Curriculum
2001 was not announced clearly about local curriculum. It gave only the wide concept that
school curriculum should provide 70% of core curriculum and 30% of local curriculum.
Further from that, The Basic Education Curriculum 2008, Office of Thai Basic Education
Commission, gave a condition to all Education Office Service Area to create a concept of
local curriculum for schools in their areas based on their own contexts that related to their
own area.

2. Community contexts that support the development of local curriculum and
learning process are local wisdom value dimension and culture dimension, respectively.
The mechanisms that support the promotion of local curriculum development are school
administers who really support the development, and the announcement from Ministry of
Education to add more local curriculum into the core curriculum. Moreover, nowadays,
people in the community involve in sharing their opinion in local curriculum administration
including being a presenter and instructor to share their knowledge to school students also
other people in the community.

3. There is a supporting network that holds any projects and continuously help
developing local curriculum and learning process in Ubon Ratchathani. However, that
network is not operated in school level and does not concretely provide local curriculum to
school.

4. Local curriculum and learning process for early school students is operated by
experiencing through the real setting; whereas, the operation of local curriculum for
elementary and secondary school students is integrated into core curriculum and all 8
substances of learning. When local subject is designed, mostly it is added to social, religion
and culture learning substance, occupation and technology learning substance, and some
are in learners’ club activity and in scout activity. Local subject is processed in many
approaches such as instruction-based learning from text books, research-based learning,
learning by doing project or research, community-based learning from outside classroom,
learning by holding camp or club, teacher instruction-based learning, technology-based
learning and so on.

5. The result of local curriculum operation to students, teachers, schools and
communities is students have more chance in participating in cultural, traditional, and

religion activities. It also contributes to love, pride, and awareness in local knowledge value.
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Moreover, there are local curriculum honors and awards that can encourage local
curriculum development. The results to teachers are teacher can create their own learning
materials and can innovate new learning processes that may lead to honors and awards
even promotion and acceptance from people in their communities. The result to community
is that community has a chance to help administrate local curriculum.

6. Suggestions are 1) the national curriculum should be integrated to Ubon
Ratchathani local curriculum in which the contexts are similar and relate to each other,
2) the main factor that supports the local curriculum development to succeed is school
administrators who should be continuously observed and followed by Education Office
Service Area, 3) the local curriculum should focus on students to gain knowledge for their
surviving in the future and also make them get love and pride in their local community even
Thailand. Importantly, students should know history, present, future and the changing in

their society and they should grow to be good people for their society as well.
