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Abstract

The research project of “Spatial Potentials; Opportunity and Risk to Agricultural Production
Alternatives of Phrae Province, A Case Study: Preparation and Development of Research
Participatory Mechanism” is a pilot project to study the possibility for conducting the completely
research project of “Spatial Potentials; Opportunity and Risk to Agricultural Production Alternatives
of Phrae Province”. The project had recei\}ed a support from Thailand Research Fund (TRF), the
sector 2 (Agricultural Sector), with the working period from 1 February to 31 May 2012. The
project has the following main objectives; to prepare preliminary data, necessary tools and
instruments. In addition, to organize the meetings in order to coordinate understanding in stages,
conducting, and details of the fully research project with the school administrators and teachers
from the target school group in Phrae Province. Then, the project selected the sampling teachers
from the target school group, then explained the research mechanism and trained the research
methodology to the teachers who made a decision to join in the research project, including

teachers presented the tentative research theme of each school.

Thoroughly the conducting project, firstly, the project can prepare some necessary data
and partly instruments used in the field. Secondly, 4 meetings were arranged from time to time
with the school administrators and teacher groups from several schools in Phrae Province who
interested in the project. There were some schools interested in joining the research, and some
schools had to cancel necessarily due to over workloads at their schools. Some school canceled
with the reason concerned to the research impacts that might be happened in the community.
Consequently, when the pilot project has finished, found that, there are 14 schools where ready to
join the research project in which they locate appropriately throughout Phrae Province. The 14
schools can be the samplings group for data collecting in the area with the team of 27 teachers

joining the project.

In conclusion, there are the administrators and teacher groups from 14 schools in Phrae
Province made a decision to join the research project. The project had explained and trained for
their understandings in the stages of research practice for conducting with the completely research
project. However, there will be some condition to discuss in details concerning working time
particularly in the school sector, due to many major responsibilities of the teachers in each school,

and the research project had clarified for a good understanding with the teacher team already.
