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Abstract

The program to support and promote researches fulfilling Thailand’s development
needs in 2015 on “ASEAN Community” was conducted for 18 months with the budget of
19,000,0000 baht. The main objective of the program is to support and promote (1) researches
on potential and opportunity enhancement of Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs)’ goods
and services in ASEAN, (2) researches on societies, cultures, intra-regional migration, and related
issues, (3) researches on potential enhancement of energy crops in ASEAN, and (4) researches
on international laws and regulations in ASEAN, all of which will foster and further promote

collaboration between ASEAN member states.

The program had granted 17 research projects to researchers from different
affiliations and background, namely, 6 public universities (35.29 percent), 9 private universities
(52.94 percent), and 2 governmental departments (11.77 percent). They together provide
comprehensive insights from diverse perspectives on the issues. Nevertheless, there were two
projects that were terminated, one for the reason of a breach of contract and another for a

lack of data and information to fulfill research objectives.

The outputs of this program are therefore 15 reports with the budget of 16,448,047
Baht, while the outcomes are ways, methods, state of knowledge,
These would significantly benefit for country’ s development, strengthen entrepreneur
competitiveness, improve labor capability and obtain better understanding within each
stakeholder. Moreover, these results are considered as key priority for sustainable collaboration

in ASEAN Community development.
