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Abstract

This objective of this documentary research on Potential of Thai Investment in
Vietnam is to study and examine the environment of foreign investment in vietnam, covering
economic situations and regulations on foreign investments. It also studies the possibility and
potentiality of Thai investment in Vietnam, covering the period from 1988 to January 1997. In
addition, it examines and studies problems of investments which may occur, as well as

competitions from other foreign investors.

Through a descriptive analysis, the research is based on the following hypotheses.
First, the potential of Thai investors is limited only to small and medium projects. In addition,
most Thai investment projects are in the form of joint venture. second, current Thai investors have
potential in investing in agro industries, sea food-processing industries, tourism, consumer goods
products and garment industries. Third, some of the Thai projects may face competitions from

other foreign investors.

Some of the results of the research are not in accordance with the designated
hypotheses. The study proves that the potential of Thai investors is not limited only to small and
medium projects, it exists as well in the big ones. Most of Thai investment projects are in form of
joint venture, but at the same time the investments in the form of 100% foreign capital have been
developing. Among various kinds of That investment projects, the one in agro industries and sea

food-processing industries obviously have good potential in the long run.
