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Excerpt

In a complex world of rapid changes, there has arisen the need to predict the future course of society,
in order to survive both economically and politically, At the same time, there is a need not only for material
securily but also for spiritual franquility.

After the economic meltdown in Thatland, there appears to be an increased demand for information
depicting the overall state and direction of the various facets of Thai society.

Several models and theories have been formulated to explain the Thai economic crisis. The
explanation that is gaining in acceptance is one where over-investment or over-production, followed by
deflation, are responsible for the crisis.

The primary solution to the crisis is still strict adherence to the IMF program, to which there have
been some revisions as the situation warrants, As such, it is conceivable that Thai society will continue to be
bound to capitalism and free trade and capital markets, resulting in greater roles for global capitalists or
financiers in Thai society.

Nevertheless, there are several factors or variables that have an effect on the aforementioned course of

Thai society, both negative and positive, and these remain to be seen.
