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Abstract

Phase 1 of _the study entitled “The Development of a Model for Educational
Management to Hand on Community Careers to Primary School Students: A Case
Study of Wat Ma Kha Community, Tambon Hua Sam Rong Cultural Council, Ta Wung
District, Lopburi Province” aims at studying the potential, factors and relationship
between factors which are connected with educational management to hand on
community careers to primary school students. The communities involved are Wat Ma
Kha Community, career groups in Wat Ma Kha Community and departments or sectors
concerning with every system of primary education management. The qualitative
research method with field study is applied. The data collection techniques include
interviews with key informants, focus group discussions, documentary study,
community survey, and non-participant observation. The daté and the methods of data
collection are triangulated. A content analysis of data is employed. There are

discussions with key informants in the community to verify the validity of the study.

The research findings are as follows:

1. The various factors involving in educational management to hand on
community careers to primary school students are all available with potential and
factors which benefit educational management to hand on community careers. Such
factors include: 1) Wat Ma Kha Community which has accumulated local knowledge
and morals for a long time being reflected in the form of bodies of knowledge and
Buddhist life-style and agricultural-related careers; 2) career groups in Wat Ma Kha
Community with their cooperative power enabling them to create new income jobs
with caring, loving, sharing and transmitting of knowledge among group members at
work. There have been a large number of people visiting and learning from the
groups. 3) Wat Ma Kha School which gives instruction in such subjects as Career
Foundations, Housework, Agriculture, and Handicrafts; Ta Wungs Non-formal

Education Center which gives short courses in vocational training; and interest groups.



At the same time the whole community operates on many forms of on-going
educational management.

2. Wat Ma Kha Community, career groups in Wat ma Kha Community and Wat
Ma Kha School have fair to good relationship with one another while Ta Wung’s Non-
formal Education Center have less relationship with the three groups mentioned.
However, there is a tendency that they will develop their relationship and cooperate

more if they receive appropriate support.

One important aspect which should be brought into consideration is the
attitudes of villagers towards community careers, especially in agriculture or even
careers with group production. Most villagers think these careers are a burden with
risk, low income, and no dignity. As a result, they encourage their children to further
their studies in formal education so that they might become government officials, work
in companies or factories which the parents think will be better than what they are

doing now.
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
