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Abstract

The research on “The existence and the fall of pottery occupation of Pak Huai Wang Nong
community” has the following objectives.

1. To study the general characteristics of the community in terms of history, resources,
econontic, social, tradition and culture, state of leadership, occupation group, the learning process
that relates to occupation and the relation between the community and outside organization.

2. To investigate needs and other factors that are related the existence and the fall of
pottery occupation in Pak Huai Wang Nong Community,

3. To assess the fundamental state of the school in terms of personal, administrators,
buildings, roles and cooperation between the school and the community in the development of
pottery occupation,

4. To suggest ways creating cooperation between the school and the community for the
development of pottery occupation.

The samples comprise of 11 villages, 1885 families and the population of 9195. The
comimunity used to have 201 kiln In 1997 while the research was being conduct, there were 50 kiln
left. The study i1s based on Participatory Action Research using observation, interview, group
discussion, and seminars. The collected data was frequently analyzed with many methods. The

quantitative research was also applied.

Results. / Findings.

1. The community has existed about 60 years. The important natural resources Huai Wang
Nong are reservoirs, the Moon river and clay. The community run a moderate economic activities.
Sources of income are mainly salary, wages and profits from pottery selling. It is a big suburban
and has the similar problems to urban’s problems. Some parts still preserve traditions. Conflicts
frequently happened among community leaders. The occupations of the community are government
officers., employees, sellers, pottery makers and agriculturists respectively. The leamning process
are based on imitation of successful examples. The community has good relationship with outside
organizations.

2. The pottery occupation was originated by Mr. Suwan Pongpeera and later widely spread

because of a heavy demand. The stability of this occupation was due to doing others and the



sufficiency of materials. The capability of producing in variety and the ability in managing also
serve its stability.

3. The school privies sufficient places and building in serving the community. Some
teachers have residence within the community land interact with the community. The school has
good relationship with the community no record of conflict between them but the school stil do not
have policy and practical plans in running activities with the community.

4. The school and the community can work and support each other. The data of the
community must be collected by the school. The policies and plans must be clarified and well
established. The school should make conclusions in Pottery lessons and make provisions to the
community. Pottery courses should be Provided For the students in cooperation with

entrepreneurs in the community and resources of them should be used as practical places.
