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Abstract
The objective of this study was to investigate the process of promoting agricultural
sustainability, and the development and improvement of sustainable agriculture organizations
that are cuirently existing in the community in order to increase the popuiation practicing
sustainable agriculture, Results of the study show that the process of promoting sustainable

agriculture involves eight steps, namely : (1) analytical study of the community (2}

. improvement of knowledge (3) development of groups and network (4) formation of learning

process (5) promotion and support of production inputs (6) summary of lessons learned and
collective process of leaders (7) testing of results and (8) summary of lessons learned and
public dissemination. Considering the importance of one step to one another, these right
steps have been classified into two groups. During the motivation process, the critical
problem and guidelines are considered in the 1-4 steps while factors and various condition
applied in the practice of sustainable agriculture are included in the 5-8 steps. If agriculture
extension agents encounter some problems in the implementation of each particular step, a
review and analysis of the next problem must be done. This would serve to investigate and
evaluate the promotion process. Most importantly, the extension agent must do the promotion
with understanding of the eight steps together with knowledge and understanding of the
concept, principtes, designs and methodology involved in the development of sustainable
agricuiture.

Based on the process of promotion sustainable agriculture as indicated earlier, it was
found that this could not be applied to all the components of the target group of farmers and
farming institution. In order to attain maximum efficiency, there must be a target groups .The
group that practices the new farming concept must provide importance to the motivation
aspect to consider the problem and attain understanding .The group that practices the new
farming concept with sustainable agriculture must build security on the production concept
and management. On the other hand ,the group that practices solely sustainable agricutture
must have conviction in the transfer of knowledge ,experiences and learning institute of the
community including the promotion of knowledge about curriculum formation and
management of the learning process by the community.

The development of sustainable agriculture results from the acceptance and

broadening of membership in the community together with the promotion of grouping and



networking process. There is an importance and necessity toward the promotion of
sustainable agriculture, joint learning and setting up of organization goals that are clear on
the promotion and development of sustainable agriculture.

The importance given to the promotion of sustainable agriculture must, therefore,
involve the building up of emotion force in a long run based on the promotion that resuit to the
learning process and increase in the awareness towards the problem and setup of guideiines
toward joint implementation. it also includes the promotion of community to enable it to see
the importance and attain the participation in the development of sustainable agriculture as a
system that involves production, processing, alternative marketing, consumer organization,

standardization management and interrelated policy.
