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ABSTRACT

The study on “Local History: The Management of Communal Properties in Nam Lang
— Nam Khong Basin” is an endeavor to build up the local history from the villagers’ view to
understand the history of change in relation among communities, thinking process and
communal properties management and to understand conditions and process of
adjustment, reconstruction and using community historical recognition (identity) for
managing the communal properties. In this regard, the research process has taken a partial
support in revivification and strengthen the capacity of community in managing their
communal properties as well.

The research results expose that native communities have a continuing of change
and adjustment history which related to context and external-internal condition in many
periods. These factors; context, external-internal condition including ecological factor, give
effect to adjustment and change of power relations both in and among communities, and
also to thinking process and the management of communal properties.

In brief, the relation changing complies to the change of context and conditions in
each period (TIME) leading to the change in political and social relationship dimension
(SPACE) among groups of people or communities which involved in properties/benefits.
The unequal power relation, which happened subsequently by suppressing or hindering,
had been brought the retaliation from the oppressed and lead to the crucial changing on
communities relationship, thinking process and communal properties management. In
addition, this changing is directly effected by reaction to the identities fighting among
communities(IDENTITY), community-state-capitalism of outsiders, which aims to modify a
new model of power relation for solving an unequal situation among people and

communities to access the communal properties or benefits.
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
