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The research on "Pottery for a Sustainable local development" alms to study the role
played by schools in promoting a community's pottery career and the process of creating
local curricula for the schools which use a learning - instruction process in a working
environment. In addition it was concerned with the process of developing the product
quality and strengthening of a community 'S Pottery career.

The study employed a participatory action research The research concluded are
follows; The role of the schools in promoting a community' S pottery career was through
providing a cooperation in holding activities, allowing entrepreneurs. to use the school as
compound for various purpose, such as meetings a pottery exhibition and cultural
activities. The schools also offered a course on pottery As a result teacher were encouraged
to integrated a pottery career with a learning - instruction process in a comprehensive way.
The entrepreneurs were invited to deliver lectures on pottery. A place of business war
used as a learning center The schools produced media to publicize the community's
pottery career, collected data on pottery to be uses in the schools, and endorsed the
students to carry on special project in pottery.

The process of creating curricula to he uses in learning - instruction in the actual

circumstances brought understanding to administrators and teachers. Volunteer



teachers were recruited to undertake the work, to visit schools which offered local curricula,
to coordinate with local leaders and entrepreneurs to create curricula with a community, to
produce documents and teaching materials, to properly change the schools' regulations, to
provide facilities and to follow up the result.

The process of improving a product quality and strengthening a community's
pottery career war initiated from a self - study, study steps and alternatives based on
divergent process, planning and preparing, development steps and their reinforcement
founded on a group - oriented process, starling form looking for a competent teachers,
interested group subscription, among election of a group committee, understanding
members drafting regulations setting the group's objectives and activities planning and

implementing the scheme bared on Deming's model.(PDCA)
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
