With a vast range of new fibres and a wide selection of surface finishes, Keeping textile products
clean is a complicated business. Detergents and hot water used in washing can destroy a fabric’s

special properties or make it lose its shape or feel.

Care labeling
Care labels were devised over 20 years ago, although they were changed in 1987. They can help
you to look after textile products. They are sewn into textile products. Five main types of symbol
are used for:

®  Washing

® Ironing

® Bleaching

® During

® Dry cleaning.

The following section shows how these label types are used and how they appear on clothes.

Washing
The washing symbol is a tub of water. If a hand symbol is shown with the tub of water, it means
you should hand wash only.

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As can be seen from table 3 - around 85 % of Mauritius exports to the US are accounted by
Apparel products. The ratio of the value of exports of non-knitted/crochetted apparel products to
that of knitted /crocheted apparel products ranged from 4 to 5. However, despite the issue of "knit-
to-shape” products, it is observed that the share of knitted / crochetted apparel products has
increased from 13.6 % for the first semester of 2000 to 18.9 % for the same period in 2001 -
meaning that had there not been the problem of "knit-to-shape"-under AGOA - the share of exports
of this category of products would have Ifurther expanded.
