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Abstract
The problems of Thai children have become more and more complicated
as they basically began with the unequal culture. Presently, modern
technology, temptations, unsafe environment, social and economic
situations and lack of warm family has caused improper direction for
those not ready to have a family. Also, as the high risk of divorce
contributes to the growing problem, children can become unqualified or
unfit to take on the role of being a parent. Although there are solutions to
solve the continual juvenile problem, they are not worked out
cooperatively, but resolved through a temporary form of resolution.
Therefore, the youth problems are not decreasing, as it should be, but
rather they are increasing. The involved agencies, community and family
do not have much effect on how to deal with the problem in order to
work cooperatively. Organizations and other supporters those are
helping children cannot always work effectively because of the lack of
support from the government, and private sections.Consequently, it is
necessary to solve the problems of Thai children to become more
efficient and catch up with any issue or change in local area by
evaluating situations and process of solving the problems together with
developing Lamphun Child Civic Society. The team work of the project
on Child Civic Society and their Analysis of Situation And Development
Intervention of Children in Lamphun Province supporting by The
Thailand Research Fund did participation action research since Ist
August 2003-31th July 2004 (extended to January 2005) and collected
data by surveys, interviews, meetings, seminars, and activities. The
research case studies were worked as a stage for sharing information
between government agencies, organizations, citizen, family and child
leaders. Child Civic Society has developed and expanded by Lamphun
Coordination Center for the Protection of the Rights of Children and
Women, the gathered team work from government and private sections
which has been worked out since 2002 for helping children following
through each case study. The information from the involving agencies
and organizations showing that the problems of children who are
especially in difficult circumstances (secondary data) can be divided into
groups as; being underprivileged 34.4%, living in bad crisis family
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33.31%, being crippled 12.05%, children affected by HIV 7.12%,
involving with drugs 4.65%, being in minor group 3.46%, having
behavioral problem 2.28%, labour child 0.98%, no citizenship 0.82%,
being infringed in rights 0.27%, homelessness 0.37%, doing illegal
0.12%, being in sexual business 0.005%, living in slum 0.005% .
Primary data working by The Monk Provincial Governer indicating
these following types ; poor 78.48%, orphan 38.93%, being in divorced
family 25%, children affected by HIV 9.60%, crippled 5.12%, having
risk of getting infringe upon rights 4.10%, gangster 2.17%,
homelessness 0.93%, being born in the refused pregnant 0.54%, being
deceived 0.39%, and quitting school in the middle of study 0.23%. It
was founded out that both primary and secondary data had shared some
similar facts. The main of children problems are poverty , living in bad
crisis family, crippled, children affected by HIV, having behavioral
problems , and being infringed (there was no report from the
government agencies for children who were in sexual business). The
research work team agreed that all children problems were important
even they were shown in minimum statistics. Therefore, the team finally
divided children problems into 6 groups for the easy of providing
knowledge, and understanding the work of involving agencies as these
following; child abuse, children in sexual business, labour child ,
children affected by HIV, children with behavioral problems , and
underprivileged children (like poor, homelessness, orphant, no
citizenship, neglect, separately living with parents). Some children have
several problems,for example: children affected by HIV could be poor,
infringed, neglected or have behavioral problems. Even though there are
some organizations and other supporters deal with those problems and
manage some basic part of problems, they still have less power and
potential to continuously solve the problems in some areas. It is
necessary to improve community networks by using process of
relationship adjustment, sharing opinion, learning together , doing
plan/strategy, collecting data, data analysis /synthesis and reports.
Lamphun Coordination Center for the Protection of the Rights of
Children and Women and children community networks have more
potential to deal with the problems since working together with the



research project. Officers, schools, community and family have
increasingly been interested in helping children . To evaluate how the
effectiveness and efficiency of helping children is : to consider for the
policy (Children Protection Act 2003, Lamphun Provincial
Agenda),agencies/organizations/other supporters, potential, knowledge,
experiences, and participation of the involving persons and children .The
research team has tempted to help the children by strengthening the
family / community networks ,working corporately with several
agencies such as Ministry of Education, Ministry of Interior, Ministry of
Public Health, Ministry of Labour and Ministry of Social Development
and Human Security which emphasizing the participation activities
between children, family, and community in order to decrease children
problems effectively.
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
