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Abstruct

The project on Child Civic Society and their Analysis of Situation and Development
Interventions of Children in Nan Province.

The purposes of the research were to study child and youth’s problems, the roles of
people or organizations that are concerned about child and youth, and to establish child civic
Society networks. The Participatory Action Research (PAR) was taken to this research. It took 1
year for studying, September 2003 — August 2004. Quantitative statistics was used for analyzing
data and content of the research. The results were as follows;

1. The initiation of the research team and Child Civic Society mechanism were
established by persuading a group of people who took a role or worked for child civic society to
share their experiences and work together. Research’s questions, child mechanism and
research data were the base for operating the process. The main condition for this research was
“The research team and their roles were very important for operating the research and
developing child civic society”.

The research team were the main base for child civic society management, and
therefore they were able to collect data in their own offices or networks easily. Moreover they
could collect specific data for the research.

However, it was found that the most of offices or organizations had not collected their
data systematically. Their data were scattered, because they lack of using information
technology for collecting data, they usually change their structures of organization or personnel,
or the different methods of each organization for collecting their data were causes of different
and overlapped data.

2.The Situations of Nan Child and Youth problems were collected from In-depth
Studying and data collecting from organizations that work on Child and Youth, the study found
that children, age 0-5 years old , have problems on nutrition children are effected from HIV, poor
children, orphans, disabled children, children were lured, child abuse and children related with

addictive drugs.



The most of the collected data about child and youth’s problems were specific for each
office or organization, so they could not be the representatives of all Nan Child and youth
situation.

However, it was found that data of this research are only one part of all data. There are
some data that are hidden, such as the data of poor children which were still informal
information, therefore these children lacked of opportunity for supporting. These situations
remain that if we do not try to protect and solve, these problems will be more violent and
complicated.

3. The research team was the base for operating child civic society process, and
connecting with other organization, networks including co-operate real situations or problems in
the area to each other.

The research team had presented research data to public for discussing and solving

problems. The results of the presentations had expanded more child civic society networks. All
problems and the ways for developing were more outstanding.
There are many child forums established among several groups, such as Child Gang forum, Co-
coordinative center of less opportunity Children, Nan local brain storming forum, Strength family
network, Keng Dee Mee Sook child forum, The forum for child problem solution: a case of Wat
Swangphop, and Child Civic Society forum, including co-coordinating with the networks which
work on Child Protection Bill.

Moreover the research team had developed the capacity of youth by study on the good
and risk areas through the process of thinking and analyzing.

However, the mechanism of child civic society was still a small group of volunteers who
had just co-coordinated. The process will be efficiency if there were more people who work for

child networks in order to be able to protect and solve child and youth problems permanently.
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
