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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to study the potentiality of sports
tourism resources in Phuket, Phangnga and Krabi. There are 5 steps for
determining the potentiality of sports tourism resources :

1) Determining elementary part of sports tourism resources using the
three public seminars at Phuket, Phangnga and Krabi respectively.

2) Assessing sports tourism resources potentiality utilizing the weighting
score method.

3) Re-evaluation sports tourism resources potentiality using the field
survey and informal interview.

4) Determining tourists sports participating motivation determining utilizing
the constructed questionnaires. The questionnaires were sent to 1,900 tourists
in Phuket, Phangnga and Krabi. One thousand six hundred and twenty three
guestionnaires (85.42 percents) were returned. The obtained data were analyzed

in term of percentage distribution, mean and standard deviation. Independent t - test



and One — Way Analysis of Variance (ANOVA) were applied to determine the
significant differences of the motivation mean scores.

5) Determining hosts’ sports resources development needs determining
utilizing the constructed questionnaires. The questionnaires were sent to 225
hosts who stayed in the sports resources area of Phuket, Phangnga and Krabi.
One hundred and seventy three questionnaires (76.89 percents) were returned.
The received data were analyzed in term of percentage distribution, mean and
standard deviation. One — Way Analysis of Varince (ANOVA) were applied to
determine the significant differences of the need mean scores.

There are 4 findings of this study

1) Phuket is a three sports tourism resources city consising of diving
resources at Hea, Rachayai and Maiton islands; golf resources at Blue Canyon
Country Club, Loch Oalm Golf Club Phuket, Phuket Country Club and Laguna
Phuket Golf Club; beach volleyball at Patong, Karon and Kata beaches.
Phangnga is also a three sports tourism resources city such as diving
resources at Eighth (Kuak Bay), Seventh (Skull Rock) and Fourth (Miang)
islands; golf at Tablamu Nevy Golf Course and Thai Muang Beach Golf &
Marina: and canoeing at Panak and Hong island. Krabi is also a three sports
tourism resources such as diving at Phi Phi, Rok Islands and King Cruiser;
Rock Climbing at Railay beach, PhiPhi island and Aonang beach and canoeing
at Thalen bay and Botho subdistrict (Phee Hua Too and Lod cave).

2) Most of diving sources had a high motivation level within all of the
three provinces. Except, the fourth (Miang) island of Phangnga had a low
motivation level. And, an analysis of variance of the diving motivation scores
showed that there was significant difference in motivation level among the three
diving resources of Phangnga at .023 level, and Eighth (Kuak Bay) island had
higher mean scores than the Seventh (Skull Rock) and Fourth (Miang) islands.
All golf resources had a high motivation level within all of two provinces. The
beach volleyball resources of Phuket also had a high motivation level. All

canoeing resources of Phangnga and Krabi had a high motivation level.



However, an analysis of variance of canoeing motivation scores had shown
significant difference among the three canoeing resources of Phangnga at .037
level and Panak and Hong islands had a higher mean scores than the
Tonpariwat waterfall. The rock climbing resources of Krabi had a high
motivation level.

3) The tourists prefer to participate in sports activities in Phuket,
Phangnga and Krabi at the high level with all of the 5 aspects.

4) The hosts who stayed in the sports resources areas of Phuket,
Phangnga and Krabi would like to develop their places for promoting the sports
tourism projects at the high level. More specifically, the tourists safety aspect was

considered at the very high level.
