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Abstract

Objectives : To determine the fatal and non-fatal events of Inter-ASIA representative
samples in Songkhla, Thailand and the factors which related to them.

Study design : A prospective study

Methods : Data were collected from all samples through the year 2005. Teams that were
composed of hospital health professionals and community health worker gathered
information by structured interviewing. Self-report system were also set up in order to get
more complete data. The events were verified from verbal autopsy and hospital charts by
two internal medicine specialists and one general practitioner.

Results : From 1,006 samples in 2000, 986 (98.0%) could be followed up. Of these, 817
(81.2%) had complete data for analysis. There were 49 samples died from 2000 to 2005.
The fatality rate was 11.5 person-year / 1,000 population. Cardiovascular disease (CVD)
and cancer (CA) were the major cause of death (40.8% and 28.6% respectively). The
proportion of CVD death was higher in men (1.53 : 1) whereas the proportion of CA death
was higher in woman (1.47 : 1).

Conclusion : CVD and CA were the major cause of death of Inter-ASIA representative
samples in Songkhla, Thailand. However, the long term follow up should be continued for

risk factors analysis and improvement of health care.
