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Abstract

The main objectives of this research were to create participatory process for developing
research questions and research proposals according to provincial strategy for communal
industries. Research questions were possibilities of the model of participatory process. The
research was carried out by Research and Development Institute, of Rajabhat Rajanagarindra
University, as university’s research management unit. Participants were researchers, university
lecturers, students, government organizations, private sectors, and One Tambon One Product
(OTOP) producers in Chachoengsao. The creation of participation consisted of 4 steps: studying
of situation of One Tambon One Product in Chachoengsao, developing of research questions,
monitoring and promoting researchers, and developing research proposals.

The results were as follows:

1. Research process enabled the participation of all parties in every step. A number of
researchers was developed. These were 10 representatives from government organizations, 48
lecturers, and 81 OTOP producers.

2. There were 98 initial research questions developed. These could be summarized into
three problem areas: 1) market channels for products, 2) packaging, and 3) raw materials and
methods of production.

3. There were research proposals developed. Three of these received funding from
organizations, and seven were funded by the university.

4, There were impacts from this research as follows. 1) Research environment promoted
groups of multi-disciplinary researchers. 2) University researchers became well-known to
organizations, communities. This increased the sources of research funding. 3) University
researchers became consultants for local communities. 4) The research project created
opportunities for demonstrating academic-related skills, research outcomes by university lecturers

and students. 5) This project was part of developing lecturers in order to receive funding from



external organizations. 6) Student’s researches, as senior projects, were developed by focusing on

One Tambon One Product.
