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Abstract

Eri silk, a non-mulberry silk, is a new option for local textiles. Eri culture can be
adopted as secondary occupation for cassava growing farmers. This can help to generate an
additional income through the sale of Eri silk textiles as well as Eri silk pupae.

The objective of the project is to develop and implement know how on the production
of Eri silk cocoons as well as on the production methods and tools for producing Eri silk
yarn. This study aims introduce a new generation of textile besides textiles made from
mulberry silk or cotton.

The project is targeted at 6 groups of textile producer groups in the northern region of
Thailand, located in Uthai Thani, Nakorn Sawan, Kampangphet, Phayao and Chiang Mai
provinces.

From the results of the project it can be concluded that all 6 groups of weaving were
able to implement and use the invented processes for the production of Eri silk yarn as well
as Eri silk textiles.

Eri silk has unique characteristics. It has a natural sheen, is light and soft as silk, is
warm and fluffy as wool and is easy to take care. Eri silk textiles can be used for garments,
accessories, home textiles and other purposes.

With the developed production process, Eri silk can be designated as a “Green
Product”. This fact can provide an additional value to Eri silk by telling its production story
to the consumers.
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
