The major objectives of this project is firstly to research and study the
mechanism on the arrangement of Sustainable Natural-Based Tourism Activities of Koh
Chang Area, Koh Chang Sub-District, Trat Province, secondly to research and study the
potential on the arrangement of Sustainable Natural-Based Tourism Activities of Koh
Chang Area, Koh Chang Sub-District, Trat Province, and thirdly to research and study
for means and accomplishment concerned the Area-Based Tourism Research for
Sustainable Tourism of Koh Chang Area, Koh Chang Sub-District, Trat Province. The
population and samples used in this research are the business owners, CEOs who
arrange the tourists’ activities and programs, local citizens, and Thai and non-Thai
tourists. The research equipments have been divided into five different sets, consisted
of questionnaires, and structural interviews. All information was gathered mainly by all
researchers. However, the information is analyzed by statistical computer programs.

The results are obviously seen that participants can be categorized into two
groups : the local investors as one group and non-local as well as foreign investors as
the other group. The details related to work operation consisted of 1) objective of
activities and programs, 2) financial plan, 3) facilitation factors, 4) program arrangement,

5) public relation and marketing, 6) human resources, 7) security and risk management,



and the last one is 8) customer relations. From the point of views stated by Thai tourists
and non-Thai tourists, the results appeared that coral snorkeling and scuba diving are
very interesting and highly meaningful. Nevertheless, the results from the studies have
shown that the local citizens strongly believed in the high value of natural resources and
highly valued on this issue while most of Thai tourists and non-Thai tourists moderately
observed the value of natural resources. In addition, the security system and popularity
on tourism activities have moderately attracted the three sample groups. In spite of that,
for future development, the researchers have proposed the 3E which are the
enforcement, engineering and education to be considered as the news effective means
for the Area-Based Tourism Research for Sustainable Tourism of Koh Chang Area, Koh

Chang Sub-District, Trat Province.
