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Abstract

This research aims to design and initiate the Knowledge Platform of Lampang Province
with regard to its economy intended for supporting the forthcoming research, by means of the
participation of the four parties: the State, academy, business and the public. The research also aims
to assemble the data of the four parties concerning the economy of Lampang.

The study drew on the Participatory Action Research (PAR) to form the scope of contents
and areas of the investigation. The results of the contribution confined the contents of the study
within the ground of agricultural economies by investigating basic data regarding four fields: rice
cultivation, fishery, cattle husbandry and vegetable planting. The areas investigated were allocated
to the Upper Lampang zone (Amphur Jachom and Amphur Ngow); Middle Lampang zone(Amphur
Muang, Amphur MaeTa and Amphur MaeMoa); and Lower Lampang zone (AmphurThern and
Amphur MaePrik). The instruments used to collect the data were questionnaires and interview
guides.

The findings are divided into two parts: basic information on the agricultural economies of
Lampang attained from the fieldwork, and information on the economy of Lampang gathered from
the parties’ websites.

With regard to the first part, the research presents quantitative information in relation to
rice cultivation, fishery, cattle husbandry and vegetable planting. The finding as regards rice
cultivation is that rice is a staple for all farmers. The main concern is the adequate land of planting.
The problems of the overuse of pesticides and high rates of chemical fertilizer application are also
crucial concerns. As regards vegetable planting, the findings show that, similar to rice farmers,
vegetable growers overuse pesticides and there are high rates of chemical fertilizer applications.
There is insufficiently encouragement of growing domestic home garden vegetables. With regard to
fishery, the practice of cultivation is not grounded on scientific methods. Fishermen employ
folklores practices and lack of comprehension. Therefore there should be an appropriate instruction
to strengthen their livelihood. Finally, with regard to cattle husbandry, the practices of ranching are
native and traditional. There is a chance to promote the husbandry as a support career for Lampang

farmers.



With regard to the second objective of the research, the information on the economy of
Lampang from the parties’ websites are assembled and linked to the website http://area-
based.Ipru.ac.th. Examples of information assembled are on the topics of agriculture, fishery, cattle,
etc.

This study is an initiation of the collaboration of the four sectors which is significant to

establish the network for the practice of research and development in Lampang.
