Physical Contact
Compared to other people in the world,
Americans don’t touch one another very
much in everyday life. Researchers classify
groups of people like this as “low touches.”
However, how much a person touches others
depends on the individual.

You may meet
others who touch you often, especially on the
shoulders and arms, but such touches don’t
always mean they feel close to you.

Gestures and Movements

A smile is a universal sign of greeting, and
most Americans smile a lot.
