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Abstract

The study of Policy on Development of Quality of Population on Ethnic Minority of
the Vietnamese Government purports to investigate basic information on
government policy on population and the quality of ethnic minority in Vietnam by
‘quality research. The documentary research also complementarily collected '

conversations among the Hmong ethnic in Sa Pa.

The study illustrated that the Vietnamese government has various policies and there
were numerous projects for helping and developing the ethnic groups who are
economically and socially diverse, especially the minority groups living in
mountainous areas. For these ethnic minorities, the government focuses on hunger
eradication and poverty reduction and assessing the state’s fundamental services.
The projects conducted in the first phase were defined by the government. For
instance, there were relocating policy, which the Viet people moved to settle on the
highland areas so that they assisted in developing the ethnic minorities’ brotherhood
to the same level of the majority of people of Vietnam. Majority of the projects were
targeted to build infrastructure such as streets, irrigation, water supply,'school,
commune healthcare center, and commune cultural center. There were also land
allotment projects and the resettlement and sedentarization policy for ethnic

minorities.

In the later phases of the development policies, although there were some
infrastructure building projects have been continued, but there were more projects
that focused on learning and educational support, training, and professional training,
agricultural technologies, and productive skills such as production, product
processing, marketing, and team building for ethnic minority occupational
development. In addition, the govemment provided loans for occupational
development, production system development, product processing, land
management, building and improving houses. Also, there were projects that aimed to
build and develop capability for officials in charge and is giving more for each area to
propose suitable projects that mainly responded well to communities’ needs.

Main problems of ethnic minority development in Vietnam have been centered on
implementing policies by the related officials. Cooperation mechanism, consultation -
and implementation of every level, mechanism of empowering and authorizing the
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locals was limited. Some policies that provided loans to the people have partially
rmade them inactive as they passively wait for the state’s helps. Moreover, impacts of
development on different regions and populations of different ethnic minorities have
been highly divergent. Problems related to- accessing marketing data and
transportation, following up and assessment of the development projects were not

systematic.
