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Abstract
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The project of “a study for an issue on the problem of non-tariff measures” has the
objectives of sequencing the severity of measures on the Thai export and determine the issue
that Thailand has confronted at present and possibly in future of 9 categories of goods as
follows: 1) Livestock 2) Fishery and Fishery in process 3) Vegetables, Fruits, Plants and Plant
products 4) Food and Beverage 5) Automobiles and Parts 6) Garment 7) Furniture and Wooden

products 8) Home Appliances and Electronics and 9) Medicine and Cosmetics.

The research is consisted of gathering data from non-tariff measures that effect the
clusters of goods studied from various organizations both government and private sectors
including in dept interviewing of entrepreneurs, experts from government and private sectors.
Also a focus group seminar is arranged in order to obtain ideas, comments and suggestions
from non-tariff measures of other goods. In addition,400 questionnaires have been conducted to

ascertain the effect of non-tariff measures and the severity of those being affected.



From the study, it is found that goods such as Livestock, Fishery and Fishery in
process, Vegetables and Fruits, Plants and Plant products including Food and Beverage have
all been affected by non-tariff as well as Sanitary and Phytosanitary measures. Those are
problems of a contamination, toxic substance including a Food Safety and Sanitary Plant
Certificate. As for the Technical Barriers to Trade measure in which other clusters of goods
have jointly confronted, is consisted of a sticker or sign certifies a Safety measure and those
categorized under are Automobiles and Parts, Garment, Furniture and Wooden products, Home
Appliances and Electronics including Medicine and Cosmetics also Fishery and Fishery in
process. As for the Recovery, Recycle/Re-use and Return measures are applied to the clusters
of goods such as Automobiles and Parts, Home Appliances and Electronics and measures
controlling substances, toxic and forbidden such as Regulation on the Registration, Evaluation,
and Authorization of Chemicals (REACH) are applied to those of Automobiles and Parts,

Garment including Home Appliances and Electronics.

As for setting the sequence of clusters of goods that are affected severely by non-tariff
measures, it is found that Home Appliances and Electronics is the most severely affected
because of the higher cost of production and a lower value of the export while Livestock is the

least affected item.

Apart from that, the research team has presented the strategic non-tariff measures
which are consisted of 8 aspects of Law and Regulations, International Standard Goods
Agreement, National Standard Goods Committees, Goods Standardization, Thailand non-tariff
measures intelligent Network, Research and Study including Private Sector Vigilance that can
be linked to the Government by total corporation from all sectors, the government, private and
consumers, with the intention to produce the national standard that is being accepted

internationally.
