Abstract

Child Watch Project towards upper-north Thai provinces.There are 5 objectives of Child
Watch Project in upper-northern Thai provinces.

1. To survey children and youth crisis among Provinces, and also be provided by selected indicators
for children behavior case studies. Specified case study on children and youth crisis are drawn into the
project which spread through 8 upper-north Thai provinces; Chiang Rai, Chiang Mai, Payao, Phrae, Nan,
Mae Hong Son, Lampang, and Lampoon.

2. To analyze children problems and threats, and also identify threaten area for children, or any
field which related with education development target.

3. To survey ways or conditions which support proficient child and youth development and also
work with children to reduce or prevent themselves from risk or unpleasant factors.

4. To motivate provincial or sub-region consideration by research data and to promote sustainable
child development in full participation and cooperation among organizations, institutions, local citizenship,
educational institutes, government organization, NGOs, and local citizenship organizations of child and
youth development.

5. To provide policies which create proficient national and local strategies of child and youth
development.

The result of the research shows that the Child Watch in upper — north provinces in 2006 -2007 has
been changing from the Child Watch survey in 2005 — 2006 both by increasing and decreasing in the

positive and negative ways.
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Child Watch Project has found problems of upper- north provinces children and youth are
consuming behavior, gambling, narcotics, obscene media, free sex, and child abuse crisis. As the mentioned
crisis in upper-north provinces, which are caused from various reasons such as leaving from home, lacking
of parental advisory, unkind friends, obscene media consuming, and threaten surroundings. Solutions have
been found from the paper enhance child development which are supporting and taking care from their
parents and teachers. The children should also commit with pleasant friends’ communities which are
occupied with creative activities.

The Child Watch Project provides strategies of child and youth development in upper-north Thai
provinces and the project also applies the development strategies of well-being city for provincial children
to become approach strategy and it aims to create children safety area, healthy, no gambling, and sustainable
development. The provinces should be occupied by warmth and strengthen families, full participation of

children, education support, and creative area for children providing.
