Abstract

This field research of the revival of indigo dying methods in the Southern Thai
textile tradition has been carried out along with women’s weaving groups and school
students as the main subjects.

Through learning and actual practicing, starting with searching for traditional
wisdom in various areas, gathering of indigenous techniques in different communities,
experimenting with new methods following the old ones, summarizing the results and
developing to meet the communities’ way of life and environment, three main achievements
were met:

1) The weaving group of Ban Prak-Ha is capable of reviving the indigo dying
method in all steps as well as the development of a learning center in the community to
maintain the dying method which is very unique in the South of Thailand.

2) The Sathingprawittaya School has integrated the knowledge of indigo into their
science curriculum

3) Gaining of knowledge and basic technique of how to use indigo and other
natural dyes for artistic applications, e.g., indigo painting on cotton fabric

As a consequence, this field research brings about a great value to weavers and all
participants in profoundly understanding and experiencing living in harmony and peace

with nature.
