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Abstract
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Technology transfer in developing countries cannot serve as a means for
economic development since the producers of technology, especially in the developed
countries, are unwilling to transfer their technology or agree to transfer technology under
the unfavorable terms. The objective of this research is to analyze the impact and
negotiation issues relating to the technology transfer under the Convention on Biological
Diversity (CBD) so as to preparing readiness for Thailand’s negotiation both national
and international levels.

This research aimed primarily on technology transfer related to biological
resources. Principles, theories of the law, strategy, and plan related to technology
transfer, opinions, suggestions, and experiences from many countries on technology
transfer, case studies about technology transfer in Thailand, and negotiation
circumstances related to strategy and plan on technology transfer are exploited to the
scenario of this study.

The synthesis of this research provides recommendations on standpoint of
Thailand on technology transfer in international negotiation as well as policy
recommendations in specification of regulations on technology and traditional knowledge

transfers in Thailand.
