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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the investigation on learning sources of Phayao Lake Rim
Communities were to collect and compile knowledge about the lake and its surrounding
communities, to develop a knowledge database and knowledge management in connection
with the Office of Phayao Province as a reference and publication sources, an to develop a
learning prototype community in Ban Rong Hai Community, Tambon Mae Sai, Muang
District of Phayao Province.

It is found from the investigation that, from the content analysis of relevant
academic documents and research studies, each content-oriented heading can be
categorized into several topics. There are 55 topics under ecology and environment, 22
topics under local folk wisdom and history, 28 topics under social knowledge, 9 topics under
economy, 8 topics under art and culture, and 11 topics under tourism. Regarding media
development as a knowledge source of Ban Rong Hai Community, five topics have been
accomplished, namely community learning curricula, a mobile exhibition, an exhibition on
lifestyles of the community, a manual guide to community learning sources, and online
publication. The knowledge sources were divided into three categories: history,
archeological sites, lifestyles and relationship of the community; iron hammering; and folk
fishery. As for online publication, three types of information have been available, including
history of Ban Rong Hai Community, research studies and academic documents. The
information can be directly accessed at http://www.ictapp.pyo.nu.ac.th/kwanphayao/ or via
the web link of the Office of Phayao Province at http://www.phayao.go.th.

For successful community work, the concept of PLANT should be regularly
