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Abstract
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This discussion is an indicator for a sufficiency economy community. Additionally,
the information is to be used in order to create a low carbon society (or to reduce
greenhouse gases). This is called a sufficiency carbon society. There are two case studies
examined: Baan Pred Nai in Trad Province and Chumporn Cabana Resort and Diving
Center in Chumporn Province.

Upon closer examination, we can see that both case studies have projects to abet
the emission of greenhouse gases. Baan Pred Nai has the ability to dissipate 2.04 tons of
carbon dioxide gas from the atmosphere per person in a year. Above all, this depletion of
carbon dioxide is more than the average amount wood areas drain (0.83-0.91 ton per
person per year). On the other hand, Chum Porn Carbana resort emancipates
approximately 14.30 kilograms of carbon dioxide per person per night. Moreover, this value
is less than the average amount of CO2 released from other hotels (20.6 kilograms of
carbon dioxide per person per night). In addition, this cites how a carbon sufficiency society

helps to mitigate the emission of greenhouse gases.
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The examination of the side effects (economical and environmental) have proved
that projects to reduce greenhouse gases in a sufficiency carbon society not only increases
the income to the local inhabitants but also enables people to have more assimilation about
the environment. Additionally, this triggers people to be interacted with each other and the
environmental problems. This will enable people to become more reluctant to destroying the
environment, hence reducing the emission of greenhouse gases.

The sufficiency carbon society has the ability to construct ‘Partial Practice’,
‘Comprehension’ and ‘Inspiration’ to aid a sufficiency economy. The sufficiency carbon
society and the reduction of carbon emissions increase the welfare and wellbeing of the
community. Furthermore, there is a transaction cost and a regulatory measure and a

regulatory incentive to be reduced.

The sufficiency carbon society, other than reducing the emission of greenhouse
gases and various projects established, creates a blissful low carbon society and a

sufficiency carbon society.

The sufficiency carbon society has long term targets that are incorporated within
‘Way of doing’, ‘Way of thinking’ and ‘Way of living’. In order to create a low carbon society
we have to examine possibilities and impossibilities. There are 7 indicators used: 1. the
emission of greenhouse gases 2. Fossil fuel consumption 3. Energy consumption 4.
Technology 5. Climate change awareness 6. Payments for energy consumption 7.

Contentment

The importance of a sufficiency carbon society is so that it can be used in low
carbon societies within the country and outside. Moreover, the information can be used as a
baseline to improve Thailand’s economy and community which is becoming a low carbon
society and a sufficiency economy. However, there is a difficulty in inhibiting understanding

to the community about a sufficiency carbon society.
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
