2) T
identities used by Lawa laborers in Chiang Mai thiee Lawa Identity, the Hilltribg
Identity, the Urban Identity, and the Double IdgntLawa visitors to the city have tf
same lifestyle as they do in the villages. Thetwigi Lawa in Chiang Mai show th
method of thinking and doing in the Lawa way, amdvhdentity is selected whe

living in the city.

Based on the findings, it is recommended that hg Tifestyle of ethni¢
groups both in Chiang Mai, and in the villages dtidwe further studied. 2) Ethnj

groups should be encouraged to research their ogbigms. 3) The identities that g
used in the city and the village by Lawa laboré&i@udd be further studied.
