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Abstract

The research project title: The Study of Learning Process Development Patterns in the
University by Using Community-Based Research. The Researchers attend to designed as the
Research-Based Learning: RBL, is aimed to (1) focus on between the students and the teachers to
learned the condition and the local communities actual situation through Community-Based
Research Community—CBR, that is linked between the teaching courses syllabus (2) achieve the
integration concretely between the learning-teaching, the research, and the academic service (3)
make an innovative choice of learning approach in the University, that linked with the local
communities actual situation and (4) create the relationship between the local community and the
students. A Participatory Action Research is used as a research, which activities are as follows:
stage 1: to discover and publicity the teacher through students for those who interested in
participating, stage 2: to understand the project concept, how to develop a research problems and
criteria for funding, stage3: develop the research problems, and the project in the classroom with
teachers and students, stage 4: train to write a document-oriented principles, stage 5: the RBL
staff considered the research project proposal, stage 6: meet orientation, scholarships grant, and
fulfilled the research knowledge and skills, analyzed in capabilities to do the research with
communities’ participation, such as how to facilitator, how the data collection in a participation,
stage 7: the progress of the RBL project divided into 3 parts 7.1 followed and supported the
RBL in each projects 7.2 platform for the workshop. "The Fulfillments of the knowledge and
skills of how to design a participatory learning process," 7.3 Monitoring and support for an
extended period in the classroom or in real space, stage 8: monitored at the finally RBL project,
stage 9: Lesson distilled stage of RBL, and stage 10: set the results of RBL exhibition and
workshops.

The results of this RBL project can be demonstrated as following:

1. The researcher can successfully stimulate the 7 RBL projects. From the research found
that the students — teachers is able to learn the actual situation of local communities, get the way
through CBR that can be linked between the course syllabus, which is enable to benefit the
students to learn more of the academic dimension and a reality of existence of local community
dimension. Effectively, both of the dimension get lighted to understanding by seeing or

practicing, which resulted in the recognition would rather than only in the classroom.



2. The integration between altogether, of which teaching-learning, research and academic
services. They are completely integrated in teaching and research by their process themselves. All
of 7 RBL projects have the idea concepts, that the students were became the researcher, they must
be searched to find the answer in community-based. However, It was only a few projects of which
can do this approach, the reason is timing variable and the misunderstood of some teacher.
Moreover, the dominant of RBL’s integration with academic services can be found only on two
projects.

3. There are some impacts of this RBL projects, that they have caused some areas of the
RBL project involved in a group of parents of children with special needs at Pak Nam Laem
Singh. Later onto create a network of community benefits district, and the next step the Children
Special Need was granted by the Thailand Research Fund--TRF. For each other RBL projects
also did not find a clearly impact on teaching and learning, but the reflected result of students
were satisfied and benefited from this RBL projects act as a researcher.

4. All of the RBL projects can be made a good relationship between students and local
residents, that the impact of students can aware and appreciate in their own value homeland
themselves.

In summary, the RBL projects, it is a pattern of learning that pull the related people come
together to share the experience, consisted of the teachers, students, mentor coordinator of the
Node, and the people in the local community to make teaching-learning approach, and the
academic world, which originally were limited in the classroom can be diffusion by widely-
open, spreading out to the local community and various stakeholders. This seem to be created a
powerful of learning linked together as a field of learning, integrated with a number of factors
such as the learning contents, the theory, the various kind of stakeholders ,the role of the
University. Including the image of the relationship between University teachers and students is
the one of the local community surrounding the University.

Furthermore, the researcher found that the RBL projects also occur the changes, such as
teachers and students were shifted their thinking, which the operating methods that focus on
increasing participation. They can plan together before the operation in each project. The original
method of teaching, which focus on teaching one-way transmission from teachers become to

focus on the students to ask the questions. They can discover the answer, or access to knowledge



through research by actual practice, with a field of learning communities. According to this
method. The students can remember, add more the new knowledge without a textbook.
Especially, the life long learning, the knowledge of how to solve problems rather than learning
only in the squares. The students can learn the leadership development, teamwork, critical
thinking and writing skills than traditional students. It also has a good relationship from the
community in terms of cooperation in providing information data entry stage, or the budget for
the project operation. It has been appreciated and will enable students to do activities like this. As
a result, the reputation of the university, and the awareness of appreciation in their own value
homeland.

The suggestion for development

1. This project must require the teacher as a researcher and the students will participate
in. The teacher is going to find the students' achievement of the learning process, and the students
will research to find an environment that is practical and relevant course of study. It may be the
research outside the classroom to improve teaching and learning. And it should have funding for
research supporting. This is one more selection, just the same. "Research in the Classroom,"
aimed at providing student learning behavior underneath the context of class, etc.

2. It should promote research outside class of teachers and students by integrated the two
course of Interdisciplinary, using the same community as the Learning area-based. For example,
Community A have a series of culture, the place where the teacher may gather together at the
Learning Area-Based to learn in each subject interdisciplinary, but It has to connected to a
network of learning such as collaborative planning, their experiences sharing and the explicit
knowledge with each other. In addition to data and to share their learning back into the
community.

3. The University shall have such a standard policies, measures and mechanisms to
support research to improve teaching and learning institute i.e. The Institute of Learning
Development or the Institute of Integration of knowledge for local development, etc., and the
institution must have mechanisms to support or mentor to help strengthen support to solve a
problem or a mechanism that allows teachers and students to work with communities in the
creation of learning themselves. This mechanism must be parallel activities such as training and

fulfill the research tool, the participation involved-learning, data participation collection in field,



or the analysis and synthesis stage of the lesson, etc. Because of this way-working, a teacher was
the core which the role of how support the “students’ learning" from the research.

The suggestions for further research are as follows.

1. If you need further research to be continually useful in developing policy or answer the
following Learning Development instruction, the research should be clearly done to create a
learning program management. And lead to the development of the policy of the University

2. It should encourage the students to redo the research on unique issues to find the
community as a problem, and their needs by support systems such as finance, consulting and

area-based resources for students’ learning.
