This project research is to study and develop the teaching and learning
strategies in order to prepare efficiency students in food business through the demand
chain. The purpose of this case study was to study the production process that the
housewife community in Tambon Hua Khao, Amphor Singhanakorn, Songkhla Province
produced their products--sweeten tuna, to find out appropriate strategies in managing
the teaching and learning strategies to support the demand of food business. Five
activities used to study were the study of teaching and learning strategies, the
development of products and packaging, the survey of consumers’ satisfaction, the
training for the students to be professional in business, and the application of teaching
and learning models by collecting behavioral data and students’ capability using
triangulation technique. The findings were 1) the teaching and learning strategies that
allowed students to learn from entrepreneurs in the real situation encouraged them to
be self-confident and be able to produce the products through the whole process, and
2) the development of products and packaging, the survey of consumers’ satisfaction,
and the training to be professional in food business were the key activities to make
students confident to go into food business through the demand chain.

To meet the goal, the followings are needed in the teaching and learning
strategies: let students develop their ideas by themselves, train students to be skillful
and patient as well as involving in different activities which support them to go into food
business. These activities were studying outside class--in the real situation, theories in
classes, supplementing extra knowledge from guest speakers or entrepreneurs, and
working in a laboratory, respectively. In conclusion, to manage the teaching and
learning strategies which lead students to enter into food business effectively, different
approaches are essential.
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
