The objective of this study were to investigate: 1) youth problem condition; 2) creation and
development of the public minded youth group from the past to the present; 3) an appropriate model and
the process of the creation and development of the public mind youth group; and 4) an appropriate model
for the management of the public minded youth networks in Laharnsai district. This study employed the
technique of participatory action research.

Results of the study revealed that the youth problem condition mostly involved an altercation,
drugs, online games addiction, sexual relationship, and classroom absence. Regarding the
creation/development and change of the public minded youth group, it was found that, in the past, public
minded youth groups were mostly found in schools. In 2006, there was the establishment of the “Yam
Daeng Federation of Thailand.” Its main objective was to be a core of development volunteer network
connection. The philosophy of this group was “Creating harmonious society-helping one another for
development.” In 2007, there was the establishment of the “Virtue and benefit accomplishment,” the 7"
Burirum Provincial Dharma Practicing Center, Phosaithong temple. It activities comprised the preparation
of radio program broadcast for the dissemination of virtue an ethics, big brother of virtue/ethics camp
project, preparation of volunteer activities, etc.

For the process of the creation and development of the public minded youth group, the team of
researchers conducted the experiment with the target youth group. This consisted of the following: 1) the
youth group in Laharnsai Ratchadapisek School. They carried out the project on the elderly visit for morale
support. It was found that the students were sixth year secondary school students. They must spend the
time to be ready for the university entrance examination. Thus, they had a little time to carry out the project.
2) The youth group in Laharnsai Wittaya School. They had proposed the project on the persuasion of the
youth to do well. After carrying out the project for some time, the group head width drew his position due to

his personal exigency. This made the group members could not create their tasks smoothly. 3) The youth



group of Baan Radrakdaen. They had purposed the project on youth volunteers for community
development. This group was strong due to the leadership of the group leader. Besides, there was the
creation of new youths to forward various tasks of the group. 4) The youth group of Baan Nongbot. They
had purposed the project on community development. They had a big brother in their community and they
really are stakeholders in the community.

However, the process of the creation of youth groups had some limitations. That was, the youth
groups had limited time due to change of time span and youth roles. Besides, it is inappropriate for the
youths to be responsible for various projects for a long time. Thus, they needed be big brother to facilitate
the convenience in task operation. Also the creation of new youths to forward the projects continually was

needed.
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
