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Abstract

This research aims to study 3 objectives : (1) The suitability of policy formulation process and
the accordance of this policy with problem situation, identity and requirement of people in the SBPs area.
(2) The policy implementation process and the obstacles, and (3) The model of policy formulation and
policy implementation process that is suitable with the SBPs area. To reach those objectives, There are
3 issues this research takes into account : (1) The participation of related groups/segments in policy
formulation and policy implementation process. (2) The accordance of policy content and policy
implementation with the requirement, identity and life way of people in the SBPs area, who are the policy
stakeholders directly. (3) The active character of policy. This research methodology is the content analysis
and the descriptive analysis based on the data from many sources: in-depth primary source, secondary

source, in-depth interview, focus group seminars, and policy stakeholders seminars.

The research results show 3 main topics related to research objectives : Firstly, the suitability of
policy formulation process, we found that the policymakers used the participation principle in the policy
formulation, the process failed to entirely include every key actors of the SBPs problem. Moreover,
the participation principle wasn’t used throughout the policy formulation process ; it’s used only in
the stage of problem formulation. However, the content of policy, in the overview, properly accorded with
the requirement, identity and life way of people in the SBPs area. Also, it had the character of active
policy as well. Secondly, the policy implementation process can be explained that the policy
implementers used the participation principle in low level, which mostly be emerged in form of ceremony
without realizing core value of the participation principle. This kind of participation could be called
“the procedural participation”. Furthermore, some cases of policy implementation didn’t accord with
the requirement, identity, and life way of people in the SBPs area such as the educational development
project. Meanwhile, the daily violent incidents restricted the policy implementers to ‘small daily tactic’
which could not only responded to the strategy, but also solved the whole problem. Besides, there were
5 issues obstructed the successful of policy implementation: (1) The delay of budget disbursement and

the inconsistency between budget expenditures and specific context of the SBPs area. (2) The lack of



integration among government units both structure and agencies. (3) The lack of systemic policy
monitoring, investigation and evaluation. (4) The inconsistency between some part of action plan and the
grounded concept and the objectives of grand policy. (5) The disjunction of policy implementation that
was a result of the frequent change of government. Finally, this research proposes 4 recommendations :
(1) The suitability of policy formulation process. (2) The suitability of policy implementation process.
(3) The model of policy formulation and implementation process that fits into the specific context of
the SBPs problem and similar problems. This research provides the latest pattern of policy formulation
and implementation process which called the Policy Networking Process or PNP model. (4) The appliance

of this research and the another further research.
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
