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Abstract

Studies were carried out by collectively search and onsite surveys on law and standards
in food safety that is currently available. Fact finding were in-depth interview for regulation, control
and implementation in both dimension of government oversight and vegetable production
throughout the food chain. It was found that there are food law and food standards exists but
strictly enforce for few food products, not covering vegetables. However, there are strict controls
only for export vegetables not for domestic consumption. Competent authority will enforce for food
safety concerns when trade country react upon their country regulation resulting negative impact

to Thai integrity.

The results of the inquiry and interview producer of vegetables including kale, cabbage
and yard long bean study along supply chain reveals a lack of awareness on hazard of
vegetables contaminated particularly in pesticide residues. Especially, the criteria or value setting
for food safety concerns as Maximum Residue Limits (MRL), the contradictory of food safety
impacts are not well accepted. The competent person in charge declares that MRL is mainly for
trade purpose not for our consumers’ health. These concepts reveal a failure to properly perform
including lack of control systematically. The education and knowledge is important for the safe
use of agricultural chemicals and increase awareness to all sectors. The main factor to drive the
safety of vegetables to actually occur relies on consumers’ knowledge including the control
mechanisms of the market or distribution source. Both sectors must show intent and goals of the
business of vegetable production for food safety in principles. We propose the collaboration
among food business operators especially vegetable and consumer to agree and accept a higher
price of the product quality. In addition, knowledgeable consumers must against and rejected non
food safety vegetables. Meanwhile, regulatory laws and regulations under competent authority
must create a more efficient enforcement and provide budget to establish facilities, service of a
local government agency. Last but not least factor is the cooperation between the state and the
private sector in the production area. Those strategies are proposed to reassure consumers that
all measures, established rules of the government would strongly affect the safety of fresh

vegetable efficiently.
