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Abstract

Comprehensive Plan is the guideline to the develop and the sustainability of the city. Urban
planning had been designed for the objective of utilization of the neighboring areas, including the
designation of the transportation, the communication facilities, the infrastructures, the public services and
also the environmental aspects. The region, where comprehensive plan could not be enforced, would
have the impact and the consequences, for example, the areas that had no involvement in the
comprehensive plan, or the vicinity that had not yet been planned in the city planning program, including
the areas where comprehensive plan could not be enforced. Therefore, the governmental units whose
responsibilities encounter the problems and the obstacles on the management of the areas.
Consequently, it would be wise to make a survey and to study the problems and the impacts derived from
the lack of comprehensive planning. The Major consequences would be the influence on the economic
development and the socio-economic quality of life of the people who resided in the areas, for instance,
the influence on the land use, natural resources and the way of life of the local people. In brief, the local
government units would have the methods to solve the problems in addition to the efficiency of the
problem solving method. How could they present their guidance towards the problems occurred due to
the fact that the city planning law was in proclamation process and the lack of legal enforcement to direct
efficiency local government management.

According to the study, it was found that impact on the shortage of the legalization of the
comprehensive planning law had the influence on the land and the area management which controlled
the direction of the city development and the land use as well as the environment condition and also the
socio-economic quality of life of the local people. Meanwhile, the research revealed that the whole
comprehensive planning had an important problem on design process and delay of the law enforcement
which seemed to be consecutively postpone until it became ineffective was the complaint of
comprehensive planning stakeholder who got involve in the comprehensive planning that had neither
suitability nor appropriate to the socio-cultural aspect of the community. In conclusion, the comprehensive
planning did not response to the need of the local community and it created conflicts and disagreement
amongst the local people who enforced by the comprehensive planning, for example, the protest against
the in-city roads and expansion of the streets’ width, the high-rise building construction, entertainment
complex, pub and bar in the residential areas and the construction of massive malls and supermarket
complex in the agricultural areas.

In summary, the outdated comprehensive planning law would lead into physical impact that
affected the land use and the environmental management as well as the influence on the way of life of
the people who lived in the city. Even though, the government already initiated the comprehensive
planning law; but there were many problems and many obstacles due to delay and the outdating of the
comprehensive planning process should be re-organized in order that it would be possible to solve

problems and obstacles and make comprehensive plan consecutively effect and success.
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
