The purpose of the project is to study the history of Article and to study the history
of the rules of the Commission on the implementation of the NCC (National Anti-Corruption
Commission) Article 103/7 paragraph 1 and 2 on Counter Corruption Act, B.E. 2542 (1999),
modified No. 2 B.E. 2554 (2011), by research documents.

The results of the study show that Suppressing corruption is one of the most
important problems in Thailand and it is one of the reasons that have led to political coup
d’etat. Corruption stems from the procurement process of the state even with complicated
regulation such as the Regulations of the Office of the Prime Minister on Procurement B.E.
2535 (1992) and the Offences Relating to Price Rigging in Public Sector Contract Bidding
Act of B.E. 2542 (1999). However, such laws and regulation have not reduced the
government procurement corruption. From this reason, the revision of the Organic Act on
Counter Corruption B.E. 2542 (1999) by the ad hoc committee of parliament have added
regulation on strengthening anti-corruption by specifying for government agencies to
aggregate expense report for procurement processes, especially the official price and
calculation of the official price in an electronic document accessible by the public (Article
103/7 Section 1). The law also added an article on the case of a contract between

government agency and a legal entity or person that is the contract counter-part. The



person or entity contracted to the government is obligated to show spending accounts of
the contracted project to the Revenue Department. This account is an addition to the
regular yearly balance sheet given to the Revenue Department in order to conduct an audit
on the expenses and income tax for the contracted project (Article 103/7 Section 2)

The ad hoc committee of parliament has created a subcommittee and various
working group to study, analyze as well as proceed on specifying detail rules according to
additional rule on the Organic Act on Counter Corruption. However, the approach on the
procedure according to the Anti-Corruption process on the Act on Counter Corruption have
encounter difficulties, especially on Article 103/7 Section 1 on the specification of official price
and details on the calculation of the official price in an electronic document accessible by the
public. This is because the related laws on the Constitution needs to be approved by the
Cabinet, at which have been debated by the Cabinet causing delay on proceedings
according to the law. However, regulation in Article 103/7 Section 2, on obligation of the
person or entity contracted to the government to show spending accounts of the contracted
project, is under direct jurisdiction of the Office of the National Anti-Corruption Commission.
Once the Commission finishes the rules according to the act, it can be declared in the

Government Gazette, effective immediately.
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
