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Abstract

This evaluative research aims to (1) monitor and evaluate 29 research projects
under the Tourism and Service Industry Research Project 2012 (the Project 2012), (2)
enhance the knowledge and skills of the Project-2012 researchers, (3) promote the
outcomes of the Project 2012 to the business and policy sector. The evaluating
methodology includes the instruments for evaluating the progress and outcomes of the
projects in three phases (i.e. after two months, six months, and 12 months), instruments
for the field observations, and questionnaires to evaluate the comprehension of the
researchers after participating in the “Tourism Researcher Workshop.” The evaluation
results reveal that almost half of all projects got either “very good” or “cood,” contrast
to the fact that 75.90 percent of researchers do not have tourism educational
background and 30 percent do not have experiences on tourism research. 14 projects
have been promoted to the business and policy sector both domestically and

internationally.
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
