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Abstract

This research focuses on the process of changes and democratization in the rural eastern areas in
Thailand in the light of economic, social and cultural dimensions and the move to democracy throughout
the city on a daily basis, both in terms of ideology modification and placement of new relationships within
and outside the community. The three historical perspective communities in this study include the Klong
Hin Poon community in. Ban Wang Nam Yen, Sa Kaeo, representing the complete rural community, Park
Nam Prasae, Rayong, representing a form of semi-urban community while the Tungsukla Sriracha,
Chonburi greatly depicting the urban area.

A study of the changes in view of the history of the community has found that the changes in
lifestyles was the transition from an agrarian society into social entrepreneurs, who produce market
directly. These changes resulted from many facters such as the expansion of infrastructure and utilities,
the influence of capitalism through the market system, the entry and expansion of the mechanisms in all
levels, both internal and external natural resources, climate and ecological communities and paradigms
and algorithms in the production and trading of local people’s. These factors resulted in a change of the
new community, based on production in the agricultural sector (crops), the old community which had
various productions (agriculture, fisheries, trade), and the old community which was suppressed by the
state and capital. This caused the rupture of diverse elite groups, scrolling through the resource bases. The
cost of which could be said to alter the various position in the society. This resulted in people in the
countryside seeking to move up their economic status. Besides, market and state in all levels, from
national to local, has firmly tethered relationships with people as a bargaining tool in the daily life. Market
system also created a horizontal relationship in the form of same resource production networks, beoming
the vital relationship which directed the possible reproduction. Local people can use both formal and
informal social institutions to support, drive and negotiate with communities in two forms: first, the top-
to-bottom democracy on the bottom, based on decentralization through democratic elections, and second,
the bottom-to-top, resulted from a combination of networks and locals negotiating with authorities to
readjust social relationship, economic, political and social identification by various negotiations such as
collaboration, resistance and giving opinions both in front and behind. At the same time, the emotional
structure of people in the study area of economic dimensions has a different way of thinking and feeling
commercial considerations. In other words, the pursuit of profit and social networks was achieved to seek
for economic, political and social opportunities. As a result, living life and running for activities could

become more smooth. This means that political elections are not only ballot paper drops and



representative selections , it also guarantees the opportunities to operate economic affairs and identify
oneselves in public. Finally, the democratic procedure is not just a form alone. It also welcomes citizens to
comment, participate and inspect the abuse of authority so as to present their social existences freely and

create opportunities for daily life .
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
