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Abstract

Household accounts is a record of the income and expenditure cost on any items of
households that were developed to enhance the self-learning of household economy. It is
aimed to develop and enhance the economic sustainability of the household. This study
used a participatory action research to process with people in all 76 provinces across the
country of Thailand. In the first phase, it is about motivating people in poor rural area to
understand the important of household account. In order to see the overview of data, we
began working with administrational local governments by developing computer programs to
help analyze basic household accounts data. The household account reports were returned
to households as well. Result of the implementation of such activities, It is led to the village
and sub-district development plan based on data from household account, self-reliance of
the Known to use the information in making decisions and developing their local system. It
may be concluded that Integration of household account data is effective in Thailand and

can be extended to other application areas.
