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The documentary and field researches applied have 2 steps as follow
1. Documentary Research- collection of secondary data
2. Field Research- collection of primary data through in-depth interview and focus group discussion

with key informants

The research shows that the main source of political corruption fund, aligned all around the world, is
procurement budget which approximates to 30% of GDP in each nation each year. This budget has high
risk to be the cause of corruption worldwide- approximately 10-25% of procurement budget in each
government sector annually. This directly impacts the overall economic system of each country as well as

to the economic growth potential and national competitive performance.

For Thailand, various regulations were carried out in many dimensions without satisfying result until
the NACC amended the Constitutional Act on National Anti-corruption B.E. 2542 and B.E. 2553. The
announcement of using the second Act Section 103/7 as the mechanism to control government agency
budget in procurement of parcels, durable articles, and other services for government agency to be used
during official service or public service aims to control procurement budget expense for more

transparency, value, and efficiency for the Thai nation.

From this research, the research committee has the following suggestions for related government

agency to enhance efficiency and appropriateness

1. Prepare personals in order for execution to be carried out in compliance with no.103/7 and no.
103/8 for staffs of related agency such as Office of the National Counter Corruption Commission, Revenue
Department, Comptroller General's Department, Department for Communities and Local Government,
Ministry of Interior, Office of The Civil Service Commission (OCSC), State Enterprise Policy Office
(SEPO)

2. Develop operation report system in the form of account No.1 to reflect actual income and enhance

simplicity to not burden business owner

3. Build employee morale and encouragement as safety security for informants of the corporation
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4. Improvement of regulation in determining minimum transaction amount according to no.103/7 to

not burden business owner and

5. Improvement of research funding support contract for equality between public and private

universities
